Lloyd Dennis’ early educat-
ion took place in a number of
schools in the Muskoka district
of Ontario. He saw Second
World War service as an Army

paratrooper and after the war
enrolled in Toronto Teachers
College. On graduating, he
joined the Toronto Board of
Education. Before becoming
a principal for six years, he
spent five years as social stud-
ies consultant to the systems
elementary school.

Integration and innovation
are two main themes of the
Hall - Dennis philosophy of
learning. While Mr. Dennis was
acting as a school principal in
Outario, he practiced what he
preached, (so to speak); his was
the first school to teach geog-
raphy from the air, the first to
exchange classes with schools
in other environments.
