made the following cavalier reply*

■X have to Inform you that It la not thought desirable 
to appoint » Canadian Commissioner to take part In the nego­
tiation of any treaty, but If your Government desire to 
send a person enjoying their confidence to advise with Her 
Majesty*» Government, or with the British Ambassador, on 
any questions that may arise during the negotiations, Her 
Majesty’s Government will be happy to give attention to his 
representations.*

This abort-sighted view soon passed into the desuetude to which 

equally narrow opinions of earlier days have been consigned#

As Canadian representative at the International congress for the 

protection of submarine cables In 1885, he took a very indepen­

dent position.
