Prescorr, Nov. 16th, 1838,
Stiy—1 have the honor to acquaint you, for
the information of His Excellency the Com-
mander of the Forces, that I came down here
yesterday from Kingston, with four companies

They did not move or come out of the houses
to oppose my advance, The 18 pounders open-
ed with good effect npon the stone building
near the mill.
