Deafness is gen-
erally an early symptom of most aural
affi otions; but,on the contrary,in some
instuncos very considerable impairment
of the drum cavity aud its contained
mechanism exists without any percepti-
ble impairment of hearing.

It is believed that a very small per-
centage of the adult population possess
pnormual hearing, which tact greatly de-
pends on the neglect in childhood to
which allusion has above been made.—

Wuen a case of diphtberia occurs in |

aay tawily, the sick persca should be
placed 1n a roem apart from the other
inwetes of the house, and should be

nursed, as far ae possible, by one person |

only.

'Iy"he gick cbamber should be well
warmed, exposed to sunlight, and well
aired; its furniture should be suqh as
will peramit of cleausing without wjury,
and all extra artickes, such as window
and table drapery, woollen carpets, up-
h lstered furniture, and all baasgings,
should be removed frem the room during
the sickness.

The physician and nurse as a rule,
should be the only persous admisted to
the room.

Visitors to the infected house should
be warned of the presence of a danger-
ous disease therein, and children espee-
ially sbould not be admitted.

Water closets and privies i
house shoutd be dioinfegtod dnll;I v:{‘:
a solution of copperas,—two pounds to
a gallon of water.

Every kind and souree of filth in and
around the house should be thoroughly
removgd. and disinfectants freely used.
Cleanlin-ss tends both to prevent and
mitigate the disease.
