6 HEREAS in and by an Act of the Imperial Parliament made and pas-

W ¢ sed in the ninth and tenth years of Her Majesty’s Reign, intituled
< An Act lo enable the Legislatures of certain British Possessions lo reduce or repeal
¢ certein Duties of Customs, power is given to the Legislature of this Province of
¢ New Brunswick to reduce or repeal all or any of the Daties of Customs set
¢ forth in a certain Table in an Act made and passed in the eighth and ninth
¢ vears of Her Majesty’s Reign, intituled. An Act {0 requlate the Trade of British
¢ Possessions abroad : And whereas it is deemed advisable that all Duties imposed
¢ by the said last mentioned Act upon the importation into this Province of the
< several articles enumerated in the said Iast mentioned Act, should be repealed

I. Be it therefore enacted by the Lieutenant Governor, Legislative Council
