ANTIMONY MINE AT LAKE GEORGE

IS CLOSED AGAIN

e

The antimony mines at Lake George
have been closed as a result of the New
brunswick Metals Limited, who have
been operating the mines, being in finan-
cial difficulties.
The company have not made an assign-
ment, but the Canadian Bank of Commerce
are practically in control of the company’s
affairs. ~Their liabilities are said toi be
between $15,000 and $20,000, and only a
small portion of last month’s pay roll has
been paid the miners and others employed
on the work. The company offered a
settlement on a 40 per cent basis, and
<ome of the miners accepted this, and the
money has been paid over in those cases.
The New Brunswick Metals, Limited,
leased the mines at Lake George about a
year ago from the Canadian Antimony
Company for a period of three years on a
royalty basis. The latter company, which
included several local men, had operated
the mines but gave up their work. The
drop in the price of antimony from 37
cents to 21 cents per pound lately increas-
ed the company’s troubles and, with lack
of capital, proved insurmountable.
Negotiations are now said to be going
on for the purchase of the property at
Lake George by new capital; and Mr. W.
F. Almy, of Antigonish, N. S., and Mr. C.
N. Crowe, of Bridgewater, N. S., who are
at the Barker House, are said to be here
in that connexion.—Fredericton Gleaner,
June 19.
