Ottawa, July 7.— After” nearly
two years’ consideration, the -Rail-
way Commission yesterday afternoon
gave judgment'in the eastern rates
case, generally -increasing freight
rates from Port Arthur east. While

f|the railway companies applied [for

a flat increase of at least five per
cent. on the ground of greatly in-
creased cost of operating expenses,
the board has not felt justified in
giving this flat increase, as was done
in the United States a couple - of
years ago. Substantial increases are
allowed, however, in most of the
commodity classes, each class being
separately considered on its merits.
No increases are allowed in some of
the commodity items. Shippers will
be furnished shortly with the printed
findings of the board authorizing
the new rates. No ‘time is yet fixea
for giving effect to the terms of the
judgment. The notice fixed by the
railway act must be given by the
railway companies before the new
rates go into force.

As each of the scores of commo-
dity items has been separately con-
gidered, it is impossible to give the
new rates within the scope of a press
notice.
