quire by the -people of Canada
through their representatives in par-
liament.”

The main speakers were Mr. Field-
ing and Hon. C. J. Doherty. As the
debate proceeded, galleries filled till
in the evening they were crowded.
From each side of the House, as ei-
ther Mr. Fielding. or Mr. Doherty
.held the floor, came rapid fire ques-
" tions. Mr. Fielding argued that Ca-

nada was still a dependency subject
in international questions to the Bri-
tish Government, and Mr. Doherty,
that Canada was one of a group of
nations constituting the Empire.

Mr. Fielding thought that ratifi-
cation by Canada was ‘“‘arrant hum-
bug.” He asked why Canada should
go through the tom foolery of ratifi-
cation.
