Washington 'correspondent intervened 
President Cleveland yesterday for the 
purpose of ascertaining his views on the 
elections. Tb^Sresident was calm and 
«elf-possessed, a^foppeared to have had 
a good night's rest. The President said, 
MI dislike to see my name figuring in 
■et interviews in the daily press. I have 
no objections to answering a few ques­
tion», but prefer that our talk should 
take the form of a brief informal chat 
Yon desire to learn, you say, to what 
é»n I sttri’Jjto the loss of New York. 
I answer, tasr I do not know. I 
should say, and the Président 
laughed quietly, that it was main­
ly the cause of the other party. 
They have the most votes. Your re­
mark, when you first entered the room, 
indicates that yee regard ma as iedift'er- 
ent to the result I am not induiront. 
I look upon the situation from a practi­
cal and common sense standpoint It is 
not a personal matter. It Is not proper 
to apssk of it either as my victory, or as 
my defeat. It wss a contest between 
two great parties, battling for supremacy 
of oertain well defined principles. One 
party has woo and the other has lost the 
day. That is all there is to if

“Do yon think, Mr. President, that 
Governor Hill, of New York, acted in 
good faith toward you Î”

The President laid down a bundle of 
papers he had been bedding in hie hand, 
and with more earnestness than he had 
previously displayed said: “I have not 
the slightest doubt of Governor Hill's 
abeolnte good faith and honestyin canvass 
Nothing has ever occurred to interrupt 
oer kindly relations since we ran on the 
ticket together as Governor and Lieu­
tenant Governor.”

The foot very soon developed Itself that 
the Republicans were largely In the majority 
in these gatherings. For hours there was 
very little information except the returns 
from New York eity snd when the Republi­
cs gains in the Interior countries began to 
be unfolded on the canvases, the Republi­
cans unloosed their throats and began to 
cheer heartily.

About nine o’clock a despatch to Mr. Mor­
ris, the Washington member of the Demo­
cratic executive committee, was exhibited 
from Senstor Gorman in New York, seylng 
that Cleveland had 66,000 plurality In New 
York city, and was sure of the state. This 
dampened the Republican ardor tor a while, 
but it developed agsln during subsequent 
boors, and the Democrats, who had started 
out rather cheerful in spirit, soon said that 
the election was going to be close and doubt­
ful, till to-morrow, at any rate.

President Cleveland wan invisible to the 
representatives of the press to-night, and so 
was Cel. Latoont. They puled sveryqalet
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evening, end received only two special des­
patch-a. prior to 11:30 p. m The President 
and Mrs. Cleveland passed the evening in 
theexecuthc mansion, and as Mrs. Cleve­
land wished to hear the press returns as fist 
as they were received, and na her mother 
and other ladies were present, it was a sort 
of family patty, and of course the presence 
of out Mere was not desired. Seoretary 
and Mrs. Whitney arrived from New York at 
9:30 and drove direct to the White House, 
where they remained till miduight. Mrs. 
Eodicott came down to get the news. Atty.- 
Gen. Garland dropped h, and a f*w ladies 
who wished to sec Mrs. Cleveland also dar­
ing the evening, and were ushered upstairs.

The Associat'd Pices returns were re­
ceived over the White House wire, and read 
to the party,'and their meaning was anxious­
ly inquired about by the ladies. Of the two 
special dispatches above referred to, one was 
from Wilson Biètellat Buffalo, and told the 
President that that city bad acted about as 
in 1884. The other was from tlr. Sbeerin in 
Indianapolis, and claimed Indiana for the 
national Democratic ticket.

There was a gathering of press people in 
the vestibule, as many as 20 being present at 
times, but Col. Lament sont his regrets down 
by a polite clerk, and had nothing to give 
ont to the public. Of course there was 
nothing to be said The only thing to do 
was to wait for full relu ns, and this the 
party upstairs was doing with as much 
patience as possible, considering the gravity 
of the matter to them. The fact that no dis­
patches came to the President all the even­
ing from chairman Brice or anybody else in 
New York city indicated that the result was 
in great doubt, and there was positively 
nothing to be said prior to midnight that 
could afford the President or the members of 
the family any pleasure.

Tbe Way the Boston Herald Looks àl II.
Tte returns from all over the country are 

not at this writing sufficiently reported to 
make possible an exact statement, but if the 
preildential contest is to'be decided by the 
electoral vote of New York state, the pro­
babilities point to the election of Gen. Har­
rison. The returns from below Harlem river 
apparently show a surprising decline In the 
expected Cleveland vote. What this falling 
of Is due to will be known better a few hours 
later than It is at this time The turn in the 
tide may hare been due to the local trading 
off rotes, or it may have been the result of 
the immense sum of money that the national 
Republican [committee collected no longer 
than five daye ago. If the latter, we foar 
we have not be trd the last of the contest.

To His Worship the Mayor and Aldermen of

the City of Fredericton :
The petition of the undersigned hotel and 

lltory stable-keepers of the city humbly

That your petitioners are informed and 
believe that it is the intention ofy our honor­
ably body, at a meeting to beheld this even­
ing, to take into consideration the advis­
ability of placing water metres in the hotels 
and livery stables of the city.

Your petitioners are also informed and 
believe that the rate proposed to be charged 
for the water used, as measured by the said 
metres, is tweaty-fivt cents per thousand

Your petitioners are of the opinion that, 
if the said measure pass y our honorable body 
and become law, some of the hotels and livery 
stables of the city will be unable to 
cuutiuue the use ol the water as supplied by 
the city on account of the greatly increased 
cost, as your petitioners are informed that 
the said rate of twenty-five cents per thous­
and gallons is more than double the amount 
charged for tLe same quantities in St. John 
and other cities.

That the undersigned petitioners are the 
only persons in the city whom the said mea- 
aure, if passed, will eff. ct. Your petitioners 
therefore prey that tho said proposed mea­
sure may not pass your honorable body and 
beebme law, but that the consideration of it 
may be postponed till the next regular meet­
ing ol the city council in order that, in the 
meantime your petitioners may obtain fur­
ther information on the subject and appear 
before your honorable body, or a committee 
thereof, for the purpose of effecting a final 
and i qui table eetllemeit of the matter.

And as in duty bound will ever pray.
Dated this 6tb day of Nov., 1888.
It was moved by Aid. McPherson, second­

ed by Aid. Estey, that the matter be allow­
ed to stand over until next meeting, and 
that the putting in of the metres be post­
poned until after that time, in amendment 
to which Aid. Hilyard moved, seconded by 
Aid. Parker, that the superintendent be in­
structed to put in the metres at once, but 
that metre rates be not cha-ged until a com­
mittee of the council meet the petitioners 
with a vi«*w to adjusting an equitable rate 
per thousand gallons.

Aid. Parker said that there was no doubt 
that the rate of twenty-five centa per gallon 
wai excessive, but be felt sure, from the 
amount of coal consumed at the engine 
house, that the hotel and livery stable men 
and also the manufacturers were consuming 
more water than they paid for.

Aid. Richey said that it was not the metres 
but the price that this) gentlemen objected 
to. He could not see what objection they 
could have to paying for what water they 
used, so long as the rates were reasonable

Aid. Gilman thought that the manufac­
turers were using more water for less money 
than any other class of citizens, and that 
metres should be placed in their establish­
ments as well as in hotels and livery stables. 
He did not think It right that these latter 
should be singled out from the others.

Una vote being taken the amendment was 
carried, and Aid. Richey, Hilyard and Estey 
appointed a committee to meet the petition-

Tbc Telephone Pole*.
A communication was read frein the Bell | 

Telephone Co., to nbich ttfrrence was made 
in Thk Gleaner some time apo slating that 
it was the inliirtion of the company toerect 
a line of poles along Queen street, an! ask­
ing the council to appoint a-r officer, as by 
law required, to assist them in locating the 
poles in the interests of the ciiy. Aid. Par­
ker move!, seconded by Aid. Hilyard, that 
the communication be received and ordered 
on file. Before the motion was put, however, 
Mr. Wagstaff was heard before the council. 
He eiid he hardly expected his communica­
tion to b • treated in this way. The com­
pany were doing what they could to 
meet the wishes of the council and the pub­
lic, and had. with that view, made an 
arrangement whereby the Western Union 
company would use the new line of poles 
jointly with the Bell Telephone company, 
and take down ti e old poles now up.

His Worship said that he saw no reason 
why the poles o-mld not be erected in the 
yards back of the properties fronting the 
street as the other company had done, and 
that there were loo many poles on Qqeen 
Street as it was. Tne number of wires that

ould be on the new line of poles—between 
the telegraph and lelephone wires—would 
make it impossible to get at the buildings 
in case of fi e.

Mr. Gregory was then heard before the 
board on behalf of the Bell Telephone com 
pany. He read the section of the law relat­
ing to the company's power to erect poles, 
and the appointment of an officer to supervise 
it, and said that the important thing to 
be considered just now wav the appointment 
of the officer. It was clear that, Irrespec­
tive of Queen street, the company had ' 
right to erect poles in the city by tbslr 
charter. Their right was unquestionable.

Aid. Gilm »n had been informed that the 
poles which the company iotenled erect­
ing, were seventeen inches through, where 
they would leave the grouad. This would 
interfere with the gutters and 
fill them up so that they wo lid be ot no use. 
He thought that the poles should be put 
down in some way which would tkeop the 
goiters clear.

Mr. Wagstaff explained that in Halifax 
and St. John the company had cut the curb 
■tones sees not to interfere with the gutters.

Just here the city clerk re td acommication 
from the New Brunswick Telephone com­
pany, asking permission to erect poles on 
Queen Street also.

Aid. Hilyard moved that both petitions be 
referred to the road committee to report 
back to the council, and the motion to file 
the Bell Telephone company’s communica­
tion was withdrawn.

Mr. Gregory staled that the result of sneb 
a mode ct dealing with the matter might be 
to make il necessary lor the company to ap­
ply to the court for a mandamus for the 
appointment of the officer contemplated by 
the act, that he did not wish to be understood 
bb threatening such a proceeding, and he 
would very much regret if it should become 
necessary,but as the season was getting late 
the company coold not well delay very long. 
If the matter were simply laid over, it would 
involve a month's delay, until the next regu­
lar meeting,but if the council should adjtiurn 
until to-morrow evening or for a short lime 
to consider the matter, it would be satisfac­
tory to the company. He pointed out that 
the application has been for some time on 
file and was not known to not only the 
council but to the general public.

Aid. Limerick thought that the aldermen 
should have some time to consider a matter ' 
of this kind and td see what they are doing 
betore they allow these companies to pole 
the whole town.

Aid. Richey was of the same opinion. If 
the company we:e late in beginning the 
work, it was not the fault ot the <muncil and 
he for one wanted a little time at any rate 
to consider the matter.

Aid. Hilyard said that he was going to 
take a stand upon the matter, and oppose 
the-patting up ot so mtny poles.

WOODCOCK AND HENDRY.

The New Mruiiswlekers Driven 
Ont by the Wnrtemhnrgers.

Interesting Sketch of the Ad­
venturers’ Operations.

More Altout Their Connection 
With the King.

( 'or. of X. Y. Herald.
Nick, Nov. 6. Last Sunday evening Dr. 

Woodcock turned me out of the Villa Nigra 
because I ventured to ask him if he would 
like me to publicly contradict the scandal­
ous minors affVctiag his relations with the 
King of Wurtemberg. Every dog haa hie 
day, and now I have ba 1 the satisfaction of 
seeing the baron, it not turned ont of hi* 
luxurious quarters, at any rate politely ask­
ed to take leave ol absence for a while.

He has disappeared quite suddenly, to- 
together with his sister, who has for some 
time formed one of the party, and the indis­
pensable Hendry. They have gone, it is 
said, to London. The royal household here 
is therefore happy once more, for the two 
Americans are hated by every member of it. 
Yesterday afternoon ard to-day the King 
drove ont, accompanied by Dr. deQriesin- 
ger, his secretary, and Baron d-» Molsberg. 
Mr. Jackson and two aides-de-camp follow­
ed, all emilea, with thick cigar* in their 
mouths, in a second carriage.

Naturally one connects Mr. Woodcock'* 
disappearance with the repoit from Stutt­
gart that if he were not immediately dis­
missed the ministers would resign. Every­
body »t court here is extremely reticent on 
the subject, bnt I know that much excited 
correspondence Las pasted between the 
Hotel Splendide and Stntlgtrt during the 
past fortnight. Tbrests or no threats, how­
ever, the fset is significant that Woodcock 
and company have had to go.

There is, however, a suspicion among the 
suite that this is only a repetilio i ot tht-ir 
old dodge of taking themselves off for a 
while until the storm ha* blown over.

Jackson's true position io this afftir has 
b-en very unple>mut, for Jackson is Ibe 
King's intimate counsellor and the third 
Ameiican complained of. He remains here.
A goo ideal ol misapprehension exist* re­
garding hi# position, and many misstate- 
m^nishave been mids about him. Inthe 
first place, he has no connection with Wood­
cock and Hendry and never has had.

He did not introduoe them to the king 
and has never assocUted win them, as hue 
beeu slated. Jackson entered the te.-vice ot 
the king in 1881, * hen he was American vice 
consul al Stuttgart. While in that position 
he was introduced to the king.

The etory that the king was attracted by 
his appearance and manners in the garden 
at Stuttgart arose in this way : Jackson 
was obliged to go through the garden every 
day at two from his apartmeuts to the vice 
consul's office. The king, who is very 
regular in all bis habits, walked there at the 
same hour. Jackson, the:c'o e. often met 
his majesty and saluted him as auy man in 
bis position would do. He has never abu$ed 
his privil.ges'nor interfered with state

Some of his American friends, as related 
by year Stuttgart correspond' nt, charged 
him with extremeselfisbueas. This, he tell* 
me, is because be would not be continually 
asking the King for royal favor* for certain 
ambition* Americans He further tells me 
that he receives exactly the same modest 
salary given him when hpentered the service 
of the Kinit. He occupies a couple of modeit 
rooms, aud denies mat be has enriched him­
self or in any way taken undue advantage 
of his position.

He still retains the confidence of the King, 
and daily performs those companiofiable of­
fices which have won it for him. It is true 
that almost evëry continental monarch baa 
decorated him, not exc-ptlng the German 
Emperor, as hue been stated. The old Kaieer 
William gave him a grand cross.

Wwodreelt and Readry.
Mr. Jackson’s connection with the king 

differs entirely from that of Messrs. Wood­
cock and Hendry. Mr. Jackaon has al­
ways beeu réeugoued as one of the suite 
and has lived in the ho is-hold. Woodcock 
and Hendry have always lived apart. Tbey 
were first heard of at the house of a Mr. 
Gould, a rich American in Stuttgart. He 
introduced WoodtSîk to the king and also 
to Jackson.

Shortly afterward Woodcock said he was 
going to Paris and told a rambling tale 
about impioving his voice and his education 
generally. In the winter the court removed 
to San R-»mo. This was four tessons ago. 
and to the surprise of everybody connected 
with the king, Woodcock and Hendry arriv­
ed there too, and were installed in a hotel 
near the king’s residence.

They were at that time more modest in 
their style and were only occasionally seen 
with the kiog. The next two winters they 
spent here in Nice iu a villa cloee to the 
king’s, as they did at Florence last year. 
Their movements hero fully support all that 
has been eaid with regard to their style of 
living. After making the moat searching 
enquiries I am inctiped to support your cor­
respondent in hie belief that the reports of 
spiritualistic seances are exaggerated and 
that Woodcock's influence over the king is 
rather psychological than social. He does 
not look tike a spiritualist, nor does he look 
the impostor and adventure: he is painted. 
He is a good looking and pleasant nmuuered 
young man. Hmdry does not conut. He 
looks harmless enough.

1 am perfectly certain that there have 
he;n no spiritualist seances in Nice, for 
Woodcock and Heudry have been too closely 
watched to escape detection.

Tùe king looks tolerable well, and says 
he is enjoying himself immensely in spite of 
the uproar. ______________
