Present and Discussed Scott Act
" Matters

The regular monthly meeting of
the Newcastle Town Council, wa®
postponed from the 20th to the 27th
on account of many of the members

" attending the Recruiting meeting on
the former date. The recruiting
meeting lasting till after 9 o'clock, it
was then too late to legally hold a
Council meeting, So the Councillors
met in Committee of the Whole and
discussed matters pertaining to Fn-
ance, includ’ng assessment.

The Council met in reeular session
on the 27th, Mayor Stothart in the
“chair and full Board present.

Mayor Stothart reported from the
Committee of the Whole, the follow-
ing recommendatidns, which had
there been carried by a majority
vote:

1. That a committee of
Town Improvement League
heard at 9 o'clock.

2. That both policemen be em-
ployed as collectors of Default taxes,
each on & commission of 10 per
cent.

3. That a special man be em-
ployed to distribute the tax notices.

Ald. Creaghan, seconded by Ald.
McGrath, moved that the recommen-
dations be adcpted.

Ald. Hayward thougiit one police-
man should be the collector and res-
ponsible, and the other his assistant.

Ald, Doyle thougkt theot if one col-
lector hed shown gcod results, two
would show still better. It was up
to the Council to get better results.

Ald. Mockay said that the lists
could be divided, to prevent any
clashing. It was merely a matter of
detail to be workcd out by the com-
mittee.

The Mayor thought it  could be
handled by the Finance Committee.

Ald, Creaghan said, give each col-
lector certain bills for which he'd be
responsible.

Ald. Stuart, who had raised the
same question in Committee of the

is, that all real estate, personal pro-
~nerty and income (allowing for
/" /legal exemptions) be valued and
assessed at their full value. He
cl’hnod egain that this had not been
dome, and that the Tax Bills should
not have been issued until the nec
essary corrections had been made.
For mstance, The Universal Radio
Syndicate’'s property was assessed
for school purposes at only $15,000,
when it should have been assessed
for at least $115,000. Thus, suppos
ing the other real estate were pro
perly assessed, the town, in this one
case, was losing the school tax on
$100,000, which would amount to
more than $1,000,

Ald. Stuart went on to point out
what he clalmed were mistakes in
gaspssment of Income, when His
Waorship the Mayor ruled any fur
ther objection to tho assessment as
out* of order, on the following

ds:

1 That Ald. Stuart had not made
to the assessors’'a statement of his

praperty and incoine; and

¢ 3 That the time for objecting to

‘ ghé mssessment had gome by.

2. .That the T. I, L. request the
Council to appoint a Truant Officer
whose. duty it shall be to enforce
regular attend.nce at school as re-
quired by the Compulcory Education
Act.

3. That Council be requested to
endeavor to have measures adopted
whereby drunkards and liquor sell-
ers shall be sentenced to imprison-
ment rather than fines.

Rev. P. W. Dixon spoke in favor
of recommendaticn No. 3. He sald
in pert, o8 follows: The Legislature

gave Police lMagistrates the option
of imposing fine , or lmprlsonmem
for first offences. It was cvidently
the intention of the law to restrict
the sale of liquor. But we found
that offenders have "generclly been
fined only, thus defeating the law's
L!nmntlon. When judges find that
fining $60 or $100 does not restrain
the sale, it was their duty to change
their methods, The T. I. L. wished
to see its work effectively done, and
it asked the Mayor and Council to
use their influence to bring about
the imprisonment rather than the
fining of ligquor sellers. If this
were done the C. T. A. would be a
blessing to the public. Most of the
Council had ' been elected to oarry
out the C. T, A. With their help

Letter From Gunner Bate.

The following is an extract of a
letter sent by Gunner George Bate
to one of his sisters: :

1st Can. Contingent, B, E. F.

8th Field DBattery, 2nd Brigade.

May 15, 1915.

T suppose you have heard all
about the battle around Ypres. We
certainly had a wild time of it there
for a few days. How 8o many of us
came out alive and unhurt I don’t
know, for shells from the German
heavies kept bursting on all sides.

We lost a good many horses dur-
ing the battle which made it rather
difficult to move the battery.

Our guns got so hot from such
heavy firing that the oil on the buf-
fer was actually bolling and at
every shot the gun would leap clear
of the ground. At last they became
80 hot that we had to stop firing
for awhile to permit them to cool
down. :

They talk of the retreat from
Mons and the bagtle of Neuve Cha-
pelle, but they cannot compare with
the battle of Ypres.
