DEATH HAS BEEN BUSY.

The Remains of Five Persons interred
in Fredericton this Week.

Nearly every day this week the church
bells of Fredericton have tolled out the re-
quiem of a departed soul. Sunday, Tues-
day, Wednesday, Thursday and Friday have
the remains of loved ones been followed to
the grave by sorrowing friends.

The remains of the late E. W, Rainsford,
an uncle of H. B. Rainsford, were laid
away Sunday. The deceased was one of the
old residents on the Kingsclear outskirts,
and was highly respected. The service was
by Rev. H. Montgomery. and there was
quite a large attendance from the city.

The funeral of Miss Freddie Thomas,
whose death at 8t. John was noted in Tue
Herarp last week, took place from her
mother’s residence on St. John street, Tues-
day afternoon, and many old friends were
present to pay their last tribute of respect
to a most worthy young lady. The casket
was literally covered with beautiful floral
tributes. The pallbearers were George
Black, Walter Fenety, Archy Macdonald,
Jasper Winslow, Willie Roberts and Hedley
Edgecombe. The service at the Cathedral
was conducted by Rev.Canon Roberts and
the vicar, Rev. Mr. Whalley, and interment
was made at the old cemetery.

Mrs. Robert Rossborough, one of the
oldest residents of Fredericton, died Mon-
day morning at the residence of her son,
Ald. Rossborough, of old age, and the
funeral was held Wednesday afternoon,
Rev. Willard Macdonald conducting the
service, and interment at the Rural ceme-
tery. The deceased was a native of County
Derry, Ireland, and was born in January,
1802. She has been a resident of Frederic-
ton, however, nearly all her life, and in her
day and generation was well known and
highly esteemed. She le-es one son, Ald.
Rossborough.

Mrs. W. H. Scully was taken ill less than
three weeks ago, and died Tuesday morn-
ing of pneumonia. She was born in County
Derry, Ireland, and came to Fredericton
when only sixteen years of age. She was
twice married, first to James Bryson, a
former well known citizen and again in
1881 to W. H. Scully, who survives her.
Mrs. 8. A. Purdie is a sister of the deceased
and another sister and two brothers live in
New York. Mrs. Scully had a very large
circle of friends. Possessed of a kindly dis-
position and genial manners, she was a
favorite wherever known. She leaves no
children. The funeral took place Thurs-
day morning, services at St. Dunstan’s
church by Rev. Fr. McDevitt and inter-
ment. at the Hermitage. Mrs. Scully was
possessed of quite a large amount of real
and personal property and left no will.

A sad death was that of Mrs, E. E. Phair,
which occurred at Portland, Me., Wednes-
day morning. The deceased had been liv-
ing recently at Old Orchard Beach, and suf-
fered severely at times from heart trouble.
About three weeks ago she went to Portland
to consult a physician, and taking cold, in-
flammation of the lungs developed and she
never left her hotel again alive. Her sister;
Mrs. David Hatt, went to Portland last
week, but from the moment she saw her
sister she had little hope of the patient’s
recovery. Mrs. Phair suffered terribly dur-
ing the last few days of her life, and
breathed her last just before daylight Wed-
nesday morning. Mrs. Hatt arrived with
the remains Thursday afternoon, and they
were taken to her home, whence the funeral
took place at 3 p. m. yesterday, services by
Rev. Dr. Brecken, and interment at the
Rural cemetery. Mrs. Phair was the young-
est daughter of the late Richard Estey, ahd
a sister of Mrs, David Hatt, Mrs. W. F.
Fowler, and R. A. Bstey of this city, and of
Mrs. H. E. Bond, of Toronto. She was one
of the most beautiful girls ever reared in
Fredericton, bright, personally attractive,
an excellent singer and a pleasant com-
panion. Many sad tears have fallen since
the announcement of her early death. She
was only thirty-eight. She leaves two chil-
dren, Jasper with his father in Nelson, B.
C., and Gretchen, a girl of thirteen, now at
Mrs. Hatt’s.

Back from the West Indies.

W. E. Stavert, manager of the Bank of
Nova Scotia, returned Tuesday evening from
his trip to the West Indies. He visited
Nassau, the chief town or New Providence
of the Bahama group, on business for the
bank and had a pretty rough passage both
going and coming. He missed the regular
passenger boat and was compelled to go on
a tramp steamship which did not furnish
very desirable accommodation. However,
the weather was warm and somewhat made
up for other inconveniences. On the re-
turn Mr. Stavert took the steamer from New
York to Halifax and laid his report of his
visit before the bank directors before com-
ing to Fredericton. Mr. Stavert has not
said so, but we learn from another source
that the Bank of Nova Scotia contemplates
establishing a branch at Nassau, and that
Mr. Stavert's visit was to look over the
ground.

Died in the West.

Word has been received here of the death
at Fairview, British Columbia, of John
Moffat, son of the late Wm. Moffat, of
Kingsclear. Mr. Moffatt left here twenty-
seven years ago, and since that time has
been carrying on extensive mining oper-
ations in the West, and is said to have
amassed considerable property. He was
sixty-four years of age, and unmarried. It
is said that he has willed all his property
to his brothers and sisters in Kingsclear.
John Elliott, a cousin of the deceased, who
has been given full power of attorney by
the heirs, left for British Columbia the
other day to assist the executors in winding
up the estate.

A meeting was held in the City Council
chamber Monday evening to take steps for
the organization of a Y. M. C. A. here, Rev.
F. C. Hartley in the chair. It was shown
that 105 persons had pledged themselyes to
membership. The meeting adopted a reso-
lution that if $850 is subscribed the organi-
zation will proceed. Another meeting will
be held in the Conncil Chamber Monday
evening, when final action will probably be
taken. The building likely to be leased is
Dr. Torrens' adjoining his residence, and

-the Doctor, if desired, will.make quite.s large

addition to the rear of it.

A writer in the Sun says that the Medley
Memorial Fund may be regarded as practi-
cally completed, with a result very disap-
pointing to those concerned. Not counting
promises, it is understood that hardly two
thousand dollars are in the hands of the
treasurer, of which some one-fifth was con-
tributed by two persons, the late Judge
Peters and a St. John rector. The fund was
intended to reach $25,000 and was to build
a tomb for the late Metropolitan, and es-
tablish a memorial canonry for the Cath-
edral.

Corner Coulthard held an inquest on the
body of Henry Parker, who was killed at
the C. P. R. station on Friday of last week,
and the jury on Monday returned a verdict
*“that the deceased came to his death by
being caught between a tender and a bag-
gage car while coupling them, and that the
railway company is exonerated from all
blame.”

Some weeks ago Arthur W. Smith agreed
to purchase the Commercial hotel in this
city and was to have taken possession Tues-
day, but he failed to turn up and the bargain
is off. It has since been learned that Smith
finding himself unable to raise the purchase
money, left suddenly for the States, and the
Commercial is still in the hands of Arthur
Staples.

The gentlemen who are agitating in civic
politics, and have held a couple of meetings
at the Barker house to bring out candidates
for the mayoralty and the aldermanic chairs
have not met with much success. Only
half a dozen electors put in an appearance
at Thursday night’s meeting, and an ad-
journment was made until January 8th.

Ald. Moore has returned from a success-
ful business trip up river. He visited Grand
Falls, Woodstock and other centres of pop-
uiation.

The assessment appeal committee report-
ed that the taxes of the N, B, Telephone
company had been reduced to $217.12. The
company had been assessed on capital stock
and income as well, and the latter was
struck out.

The road committee asked for authority
to call for tenders for stone curbing to re-
place the decaying wood curbing in the
Queen street block, from Randolph & Sons
to Westmorland Street, and also for 600
perch of macadamizing stone for the streets
next season. Granted.

The petitions of Dr. E. B. Fisher, of
Marysville, and Dugald McCatherin, for re
lief from taxation, were presented, and re-
ferred to the assessment appeal committee.

D. W. Hoegg & Co., petitioned the coun-
cil for exemption from taxation and free
water rates for ten years, if they rebuilt
their canning factory here, and after some
discussion, in which it appeared that a
number of the aldermen are opposed to go-
ing the full length of the concessions asked,
the petition was referred to a special com-
nittee, consisting of Alds. Gilman, Golding,
Macnutt, Anderson, and Babbitt.

The petition of Miss Hooper, presented

ast year, but never reported upon, asking
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payment of expenses incurred in Scott act
persecutions, was again referred to the as-
sessment appeal committee.

John H. Reid’s application foi an invest-
gation as to his claims on the old exhibition

“debentures, was referred-to a Special com-

mittee, consisting of Alds. Babbit, Gilman

and Golding, and the council adjourned.
The meeting was a very orderly one, and

dissappointed the spectators present.
