WINNIPEG FAIR. <
The Winnipeg Industrial Exhibi­

tion, which rims from July 10th to 
the 17th this year will have one of 
the largest and most cimplete elec­
trical display» ever encompassed 
within a single» space. This display 
is being jointly made by the Win­
nipeg Electric Railway Company and 
by the city of Winnipeg’s Electrical 
Commission.

SEATTLE EXHIBIT.

This decision was arrived at by t|ie 
government at a meeting of the cab­
inet which was held yesterday after­
noon. The province has on past oc 
casions put up very "creditable ex­
hibits at the Toronto industrial exhi­
bition and at the Dominion cxliibi 
lion which was held in Calgary last 
year. It isfelt that a new field will 
he reached by exhibiting at the coast 
instead of east, wliiclvjneans that 
the Seattle exhibit will he the only 
one attempted by the government 
this year.

The exhibit which will be expected 
to attract .the attention of thou -ands 
of viistors to Seattle from all over thé 
continent will lie the same nature .ns 
was shown in Toronto last year—titat 
oi the cowboy halting before a fjjld 
of waving grain to which a conception 
of unlimited area is given by means 
of mirrors. E. L. Richardson, of Cal­
gary, who designed the exhibit will 
probably superintend the erection df 
it in the space which has been secur­
ed. T. N. Webster, of Calgary, will 
assist Mr. Richardson and Fred 
Brown, of Edmonton, will be on hand 
during (he summer to enlighten the 
Seattle visitors as to the facts about 
the Province of Alberta.

STONE-CUTTERS PROTEST.
The local stone cutters’ union- at the 

last regular meeting, decided to see 
if something could not be done to 
prevent contracts for the cutting of 
iff one, to be used in Edmonton public 
Buildings, being let to men in oi$t- 
f{ide towns.

A committee has been formed ,to 
protest against this- sort of -thing. The 
business men of the town will be ap­
proached and their sympathy will be 
solicited in an endeavor to get the 
stone cutting done in Edmonton. The 
protesters admit there was a time 
when labor prices in Edmonton were 
higher than in Calgary but now that 
the wages demanded by stone cutters 
in the province are said to be .uni­
form fhey say contracts should not 
be sent far afield.

The committee will Endeavor to have 
a specification inserted in the con­
tracts for the new school buildings in 
Edmonton to the effect that all the 
stone cutting be done in this city.

C.N.R. SUMMER TIME CARD.

adian Northern Railway comes into 
effect at midnight on the 13th inst.

UNIVERSITY WORK 
BEING

Faculty of Agriculture to be Great 
ed—^Chair of Phildsophy Estab­
lished and Department of Civil 
and Municipal Engineering Form 
ed.

Bulletin Special.
Calgary, June 11—The senate of Al­

berta university met yesterday after-, 
noon and evening. The afternoon ses­
sion lasted from 4.45 to 6.30 and the 
evening session from 8 o’clock until 
an early hour this morning. A great 
deal of important work was accom­
plished and the work for the future 
outlined.

Mr. W. A. R. Kerr, M.A., Ph D. 
was appointed to the chair of modern 
languages, made vacant by the resig­
nation of Professor Alexander.

Mr. John A. McEachern, M.A., Ph. 
D., was appointed to the chair of 
philosophy. The chair is established 
tor the first time in the Alberta uni­
versity.

The president of the university has 
been- authorized to arrange for the 
teaching of chemistry arid to obtain 
a lecturer in mathematics and physics 
for one year. The arrangements made 
Have not yet been made public.

The senate decided to organize a 
department of civil ahd municipal 
engineering and Prof. Edwards has 
been promoted to the professorship of 
this department. The organization of 
the department was deemed necessary 
on account of problems connected 
with this work that are constantly 
arising in the province. Although de­
tails Of a definite plan were left to 
a later meeting of the senate it was 
agreed to offer sites on the university 
grounds for denominational colleges 
so as to place these institutions in a 
just position to the university.

It was also agreed to provide a site 
for a hospital on the grounds and a 
board will be created to co-operate 
with the city of Strathcona to erect 
their hospital on the site selected.

A general plan for future expan­
sion was also adopted looking to the 
establishment in the future of a, 
faculty of agriculture, a faculty of law 
and a faculty of medicine. The 
building scheme ‘for this expansion 
was adopted. It includes a main 
building to house the faculties of arts 
and agriculture arid' the university 
laboratories. These latter will be of 
such a character as to make it pos­
sible to carry on research in problems 
relating to the special needs of the 
province. r

A committee'-fconsisting of Dr. Tory. 
Premier Rutherford and P. J. Nolan 
were appointed to confer witiri the 
judges of the Supreme court and the 
Law society of the province With a 
view to arranging for a course of 
study for students at law In this pro­
vince that Wil} be satisfactory to the 
law. society and the university.

Drs. Ferris, Boyd and Galbraith, 
with Presidem' Tory, were also ap­
pointed a cotimittee to confer with 
the council of the College of Physic­
ians and Surgeons to take steps to 
secure co-operation between that body 
and the university in matters relat­
ing to medical education.

A faculty of agriculture will be es­
tablished in the university, classes 
for which will open in September, 
1910.

An interim report from the finance 
committee was submitted and an 
agreement WaS’arrived at for the affili­
ation of preparatory schools and col­
leges. Under this arrangement, Al­
berta college. Edmonton, and West­
ern Canada college, Calgary, will be­
come affiliated colleges in the uni­
versity scheme.

The report for the year by the pre­
sident showed 47 students registered, 
four of whom were graduates, stu­
dents in the department of physics.

In addition to the regular registered 
students over 300 have oeen registered 
in extension classes and extension 
lectures have been carried on in seven 
different centres in the province.

After hearing this report the senate 
agreed to establish an extension de-1 
partment as separate in the univers-1 
ity aud to organize this departm-nt 
on a larger basis iiext year.

Ottawa, June 5—The position of ento­
mologist and botanist, of the Canadian 
government, until recently filled by the 
late Dr. Fletcher, will no longer be held 
by one man. In view of the laige amount 
of work involved the office has been div- 
ided and in future there will be both an 
entomologist and a botanist. Selections 
for these appointments were recently- 
made. Professor Charles Gordon Hewitt 
of Owens College, Manchester, England 
where he was a lecturer in entomology, 
will be entomologit. The position of 
botanist will probably be filled by the 
appointment of Hans Gussow, of Breslau, 
Germany, who has been offered the ptsi- 
tion, but no reply has been received yet. 
For six years past he has been employed 
in botanical work by the Royal Agri­
cultural Society of England.

Both of these men are noted in their 
respective spheres. Prof. Hewitt, has ac­
cepted the appointment and will arrive 
about September. He is a man of great 
promise and has already done a great 
deal of useful work in economic ento­
mology.
