Edmonton, Sept. 28.—The local grain 

market shows little activity, the de­
mand for wheat apparently being light 
just at present, with prices remaining 
about the same. Oats continue firm 
and everything indicate! that good 
prices will be maintained. Notwith­
standing unfavorable weather, tha 
crop is the largest in the history of 
Alberta, and will net the farmers a 
big profit on their season’s work.

There is practically no change in 
the hay market. Timothy brings from 
>15 to $18, with other grades selfing 
at corresponding figures. The demand 
lor good hay is fairly active.

Farmers and truck gardeners do not 
find much difficulty in disposing ot 
turnips, beets, onions, carrots and 
cabbage. Cauliflower are about off 
the market, very few coming in tltis 
week. Potatoes are beginning to ar­
rive in larger quantities, bringing 
about the same price as làst week, 
which was around the 40 cent mark.

The market for spring chickens has 
shaded off a bit, the dressed variety 
bringing from 14 to 16 cents per 
pound.

Butter and eggs remain firm and 
prices "promise to go stronger before 
the season advances much farther. 
Eggs are selling at from 30 to 35 cents 
per dozen.

ON GAMBLING AND VICE
Citizens Pronounce Against Granting 

FruucjÉiise to Private Company— 
Large Number oi Spoiled Ballots 
kiloxv Difficulty in Understanding 
the Question.

Social and Moral Reform Council De­
clares Itiseli in a Fight to a Finish 
on die Social Evil and Race Track 
Gambling.

$15-18

Toronto, Sept. 26.—The Social 
and Moral Reform Council of Canada, 
at its annual meeting today, declared 
itself as engaged in a fight to a finish 
with the many abuses, particularly 
race track gambling and the social 
evil. Satisfaction, with the progress 
and rise of the war against the white 
slave trade, especially in the City cl 
Winnipeg, is expressed in the report 
dealing with the enforcement of the" 
criminal code. A detailed report of- 
the exposure of the segregated colony 
of vice in Winnipeg, and the subse­
quent investigation by Judge Robson, 
of Winnipeg, Was submitted to the 
reform 'cduhcil and was unanimously 
adopted alter a considerable discus­
sion.

Following this, the council briefly 
rôviexVêd the progress of the War on 
social vice in other parts of the Do­
minion, especially in Vancouver affi£ 
Victoria, Calgary and Edmonton, and 
Hull, Que It deplores the fact that 
in the Yukon “Vice is still tolerated 
in Klondike City and some other parts 
of the terrjtqry,” .

The attention given to the recipro­
city debates in parliament was blamed 
for the failure of the government to 
pass the promised legislation for moral 
reform.

Canon Tucker, of London, submitted 
a report based on interviews with tho 
Dominion and Impérial government 
concerning the welfare of the Indians 
of Canada, especially of British Colum­
bia, and strongly recommends imme­
diate action to give the British Colum­
bia Indians their rights, whatever they 
are, and that the same be adjudicated 
on by the Privy Council of Great 
Britain.

Rev. O G, Weber, of Algeria, spoke 
of the poligamus practices _ of the 
Mormons. A committe was named 
to inquire into the subject of marriage 
and divorce.
