Gfattd Falls Report.
We have before us the report of 

the Directors of the Anglo-Newfbund- 
land Development Company, Ltd. It 
was issued on Nov. 21st, and con­
tains the financial statements for the 
year ending August 31st, 1914. After 
.making allowance for depreciation, 
the profits of the year are reckoned 
at £71,166-ls.-8d., as compared with 
'£ 65,054 in 1913, and £51,233 in 1912; 
£10,000 of this is used to purchase 
Debenture Stock for cancellation, 
other amounts are used to pay inter­
est on debentures and for the Sinking 
Fund leaving a balance of £ 36,288-7s- 
6d. to be added to the credit balance 
of last year, which makes a total of 
£81,476-14s.-2d. carried forward to 
the Credit of Profit and Loss Account.

The output of the mill during the 
past year has been very satisfactory, 
and the quality of the paper and pulp 
has not only been maintained - but im­
proved. Considerable sums have 
been spent in effecting improvements, 
and the Company has acquired the re­
maining water and timber rights- in 
the watershed of the Ekpldits Valley 
above Grand Falls, including an area 
of 250 square miles of very valuable 
pulp ^timber lands. The Company 
gave $6,000 to the Sealing Disaster 
Fund and the Company is also mak­
ing up toy loss In pay their em­
ployees met by joining the Newfound-, 
land Contingent.
