The Jest of Jealousy,- The S. S. Alconda, Capt. Mann, en­
tered this port at 5.30 o’clock last 
evening. She came from Glasgow via 
North Sydney and from the latter port 
brought here 7,000 tons of coal, having 
been chartered by the Newfoundland 
Government to help to overcome the 
coal shortage here. From the Old 
Country the ship experienced boister­
ous weather and it took her 24 days 
to reach North Sydney. After a delay 
of a day and a half loading there she 
left for St. John's making a good run. 
The work of discharging the Alconda 
Is being carried on with all possible 
despatch at A. Harvey & Co.’s pier 
with two shifts of workmen. After 
she Is finished discharging she will 
berth at the Furness Withy Company's 
wharf to load pulp and paper for Eng­
land, some 5,000 tons of that material 
now being there, which is being 
shipped by the A. N. D. Company.

The Alconda is a 10 year old ship, 
built by W. Pikersgill & Sons, of Sun­
derland, and owned by E. F. and W. 
Roberts, of Liverpool. She is 4,298 
tons gross, 2,695 net, 281 feet long, 49 
feet wide and 25.7 deep. Her captain 
was in the S. S. Cranleigh which was 
at Bay Bulls in May last.
