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JERSEY CITY FOR COMMISSION 

GOVERNMENT.

Among the results at President Wil­
son’s regime, «when governor of New 
Jersey, was the passing of an act of 
the legislature authorising municipali­
ties to adopt the commission form of 
government. On Tuesday last several 
cities in that state voted on the pro­
position, and though it was defeated 
in Bayonne, Hoboken and Union Hill, 
it carted in Jersey City by a majority 
of over 4,000. As about 40 per cent 
of the electors who voted at last fall's 
election cast their ballots, Jersey City 
will be the first municipality in the 
east of more than 200,000 population 
to pass under commission government. 
At the- primary election on May 18, 
the candidates for commissionershlps 
will be reduced to ten and the final 
election on June 10 will settle who are 
to be the first commissioners-

Less than two years ago Jersey City 
reected the commlsrton plan' by a 
majority of about 1,600. At that time 
It was opposed to both the Republican 
and Democratic organizations, but 
these have since undergone a marked 
change of heart. On the result of the 
experiment now to be made much will 
depend for the future of commis­
sion government in the eastern states. 
Should the commission of five men 
who will now administer the affairs of 
Jersey City have a good record, it 
cannot but greatly as 1st the move­
ment. So far over 200 cities have 
adopted the plan, of which ten have 
populations exceeding 100,000 and four 
exceeding 200,000. Jersey City will be 
the ninth municipality in New Jersey 
that bps decided for commission gov­
ernment.
