PRINCRTON, July 4.—Mr.:R. A. Brown,
general manager of “the International Min-
ing and Milling Co., paid this section a
visit lately. The principal prospect of Mr.
Brown’s company is on Volcanic mountain,
Kettle river. - The iron -cap over thisyol-
canic deposit of mineral is-800 feet wide,
and one and a ha¥ ‘miles long. The first
tunnel, 160 feet.of which is already com-
pleted, will tap the mineral 1,300 feet
below the cap.

TACOMA AND THE CHINESE.

Mongolian Merchants not Unlikely to Estab-
lish Themselves in the City of Destiny.

As is well known, Tacoma is a city that
has set iteelf against the sentiment of Chi-
nese within its boundaries, having ' hedged
itself in against them in every possible way.
Recent advices from'that city, however,
state that George B. Dodwell, of the Nerth-
ern Pacific Steamship Company, says the
talked-of Chinese merchants will very likely
establish themselves at Tacoma whenever
they desire. Their coming is, in his

pinion, only a question of time, to be de-
termined by the growth of business. As a
rule, Chinese merchants, on acsount of Ta-
coma’s anti-Chinese principles, will not help
the city any more than they can avoid. At
Hongkong many do not know that Seattle
has a few Chinamen and Tacoma has none.
Mr. Dodwell is satisfied with the business
prospects of the new Puget Sound and
Orient Steamahig Company, Before the
(2 cial Club r ly, Mr. Dodwell
favored admitting Chinese merchants, say-
ing that on the Phra-Nang and Batavia car-
goes from there he had lost $6,000 to $7,000,
principally because the Chinese merchants
who centrol the flour trade refused to pay
the nominal freight rates, asthey wished to
diseriminate against Tazoma.

St. Johu’s is a seaport city, the capital of
Newfoundland, near the extremity of the
easternmost part of the peninsula which
projests from the eastern portion of the
island, 1,655 miles weat by sonth of Galway,
Ireland, this being the shortest distance
between ‘any two seaports of Europe and
Awmerica, and 1,076 miles, northeast of
Montreal. - It has a very good ‘hatbor. It
is enclosed by two ins, between the
east points of which is the entrance, called
“The Narrows,” which is defended by for-
tifications. The main strget is about a mile
and a half in length. The city is lighted
with gas, and ' had a number of very fine
baild ngs, including eight churches and five
or gix schools. The eity has a mumber of

trade largely ' consists of supplying fisher-
men. The population is about 25,600. The
Atlaatic cable stretches from this point.

r. Richards conten'led that sub-section
92 of sec. 142 of the special act of - incor-
poration of Vancouver, 1286, having been
amended by the provincial statute of 1889,
sec. 37, by giving to the municipal corpora-
tion of Vancouver power to pass by-laws
““for regulating, with a view of preventing
the spread of infectious disease, the entry
or departure of vessels at the port of Van-
couver, the landing of such passengers and
cargoes from such boate or vessels, or from
railroad carriages or cars, and the receiving
of passengers or cargoes on board of the
same,” and that the corporation having, un-
der that act, on the 2nd of February, 1892,
without any special reference to the unfor-
tunate conditions now existing, passed a by-
law, No. 131, called **The Public Health By>
Law,” which provided, amongst other things
(sec. 8)—**The medical health officer shall
have power to stop, detain and examine
every person or persons, freight, carg
boats, railway and tramway cars conmiim
from a place infected with a pestilential or
infectious disease, in erder to prevent the
introduction of the same into the city,” had
power by their health officer to stop the
passengers on the Yosemite from landing, as
had been done.

Counsel read sffidavits of Joseph Huntley,
health inspector of Vancouver, and of Dr.
Morrison, of Victoria, to show that Victoria
was a place infected with a pestilential or
infections disease, within the meaning of the
by-law, setting out that 56 cases of small-
pox were reported by the Victoria aughori-
ties. They contended that the powers de-
rived by Vancouver,under their statute and
by-laws, were as great or greater than the
powers created under  the Provincial
‘“Health Act” (cap. 55, con. stat. 83). and
the orders-in-Council »d thereunder last
week, under which the Ross Bay Quaran-
tine hupinsl was erected in Victoria,
and supported by the court, though al-
leged to be in derogation of private
rights and convenience; the Health Act
%iving no express powers stop vessels.
