The whole right side of his face was
taken away with the right half of the roof of
the mouth and also the teeth on that side.
He will recover. ‘

HAvANA, March 26.—Col. Santoscildes,
who commands the government forces ab
Manzanilo, reports that yesterday troops
under Col. Aracza attacked and diepersed
rebel bands at Juraguana and Cayo Camacho,
The bands were 500 strong and were com-
manded by Guerra Guardia Reitor. Fifteen
rebels were killed and many others wounded.

The force is three
hundred strong and well armed.

PamLApELPHIA, March 26.— By reason of
the poor quality of the tallow to be used up-
on the ways, 25,000 people were disappoint-
ed to-day in their expeotation of seeing the
International navigation company’s second
new steamship, the St.. Paul, launched, ap
the big wveassel stuck, and despite every
effort it could not be started from the stocka
into the river. After two hours speat in the
effort to start the ship, President Charles
H. Cramp, of the Cramp ship building com
pany, reluctantly announced to the people
on the guests’ stand thab the attempt to
launch the St. Paul would be abandoned to-
day, as even if they could starp her by con-
tinuing at work with the hydraulic jacks
and tugs, the launch might resuls disas-
trously to the vessel the tide having turned.

ing been for six days in charge of the
Christian scientiste, and when the two
doctors were called in he was dying and un-
conscious.

WasHINGTPR, March 27.—It is claimed
that there has been & misconception of the
text of England’s ultimatum to Nicaragus.
The words said to be contained therein that
‘“‘not a citizen of any American republic”
shall be selected as & third member of the
arbitration committee, are meant to spply
only to the republics of Central and South
America. Well informed diplomats say they
do not expect that any complications will
arise from the course Great Britain will pur
eue to enforce the settlement of her claime
for £75,000 It is not believed she will re-
sort to the extreme measure of bombarding
Greytown. If Nicaragua proves her in
ability to pay at once it is believed the claim
will, with other matters, be submitted to
arbi-ratior,

RACING TO JAPAN.

Cloﬁé Gonnst ilmong’ the Crack
Sailers of the Vietoria
Schooner Fleet.

The “Vers”. Shows Her Speed—Two
Popular -Sealers Lose
Their Lives.

! "Racing ncross the Pacific has varied the
‘monotony of the run’ to the Japanese side
for not a'few of the Viotoria sealing fleet
now preparing for' e sedion’s operations in-
that locality. The Ocesu Belle gave the
Viva as close a brush as ie -recorded in the
annals of ocean racing ; the Agnes Maodon-
ald defeated the E B.' Marvin by but the
few hours that she had to her advantage in
the start ; and the neat little Vera, which
| as the Halcyon.bas shown her heels to almost
every cutter on'the Pacific coast, outsailed
every one of her rivals of the Victoria fleet

and made the passage in the fast time of 48
days, while the Macdonald and the Marvin
were 51 days from port to port. At the
time the Tacoma left Yokohama there were
in that port of the Vigtoria fleet the Casco,.
Ocean Belle, Agnes Macdonald, Disna,
Vera, Geneva, Sea Lion, Viva, Worlock and
W. P. Hall, the latter two having win-
tered on the Japanese side.

The Agnes Macdonald, Capt. Catler, and
the E. B. Marvin, Capt. Bjers, left Viec-
toria on the same day in January last on
their race acroes the Pacific. They were
fifty-one ‘dayson the paesage, and neither
sighted the other from the day they started
until they arrived off Sumosaki. The Mar-
vin was a few hours before the Macdonald
at this point, but the latter got into harbor
two or three hours before her rival. The
Marvin lost her foretopmast in her anxiety
to orowd on canvas enough to beat out her
opponent, while the Macdonald sprung her
topmaab, but did not once take her jibboom
oubt of its lashings during the entire voyage.

erly.the Haloyon, which left the home port
& week later.than they did, had arrived in
Yokohama harbor three days before either
of them.”

The Casco’s skipper had the satisfaction
of beating the Diana acroes by s day, having
lefs about twenty-four hours behind, and
dropping anchor five minutes before her in
Yokohama harbor. The Ocean Belle and
the Viva got away from here together,
spoke each other thirty-five dayes out, and
arrived within a few minutes of each other,
.the Ocean Belle coming to anchor first.

The Belle was one of the unlucky ones on
the trip, although the schooner herself es-
oapcd with scarcely the loss of a rope, she
having the misfortune to lose a man and a
good one on the passage. He was boat
steerer Charles Parker, who met his death
on February 24, while the echooner was off
the Japanese coast. He had gone aloft and
was standing on the main crosstrees when a
lurch of the schooner caused him to lose his
hold on the rigging and pitch head first into
the sea. A boat was immediately lowered
but the unfortunate sealer was not seen to
rise. He was a general favorite among his
shipmates by whom his loss is keenly felt,
Parker was a Puget Sound man abont 25
years of age, and had been one of. the Vic-
toria sealers for three or four years past.

Casco was also unfortuuate in losing
one of her company, Mate Arthur Pennell
having been drowned on the_ night of Jan.
uary 18, during a gale which overtook the
schooner off the California coast. He was an
Eoglishman in his 45th year, and hud pro-
perty interests in Victoria and relatives in
the old land.

-United States Minister
Willis gave. » reception last week to the
admiral and officers of the Philadelphis, for
which u' large number of invitations were
issued. President Dole and wile were mob
invited and only two members of the eabinet
were present. This caused quite a sensation.
On' inperviewing Presiderv Dole upon the
subject he said : ** I attach no importance
to it. The reception was a very informal
affsir.” - To she question whether relations
with Mr. Willis were atrained, the Presi-
dent replied : *“ Not at all.” It was far-
sher learned from the- attorney-general that
Mr, Willis gave the invitations by telephone
in a most informal way.

The story published in San Francisco to
the effect that the government is opposed to
snpexation and has quarreled with the Am-
erican league, which is urgent for annexa-
tion, is demied. The government, it is
stated, has always beén thoroughly for an-
nexation and will continue so. W. O. Smith
denies that the government is enlisting men
abroad or has thought of doing so. It has
no difference, he says, with the American
league. .

Nine native rebels were sentenced on the
13th to five years each. These were the ladt
of the cases before the military commission.
The ex queen was observed yesterday morn:
ing sitting at a window in the executive
building listening to the government band
playing in the grounds. 8he is as comfors-
ably sitnated as poesible, aside from confine-
ment to the one part of the building.

In anticipation of an end to martial law,
the councils have been busy for a week past
considering and pasiing a number of acts
deemed necessary to provide for the safety
of the government afier the law cesses.
Under the new constitution of the republic
the legislative power was reserved to the
combined executive and advisory councils
until the legislature should mees. Of this
power they are now makiog important use.
The first -act is one securing indemnity to
the officers, to the government and others
for actsdone undermartial lawin suppressing
the rebellion. It confirms and declares
lawful all such acts done in good faith
for the purpose of suppressing the insurreo-
tion, either in the establishment of a mili-
tary tribunal or in arrest, detention, de-
portation, trial, conviction or sentencing of
any person charged with sedition or insur-
rection.

Avother act prohibits the landing here of
refugees from jastice or criminals or of per-
sons who have escaped hence to avoid trial
and prohibits the return here of any person
deported under martial law or banished by
sentence of any court unless they receive
permission to return from the minister of
foreign affairs.

There is an act for the sup-
pression of . seditious newspapers, and
one known as' the ‘¢ Dangerous
persons ack” «. This provides that any per-
son having lawless intentions hostile to pub-
lic order or. te. the: government may upon
oqmplaint to:the Attorney-General or mar-
shal or to their deputies be brought betore a
circuit judge and there summarily examined.
If intention be shéwn to have existed, the
person shall be adjudged dangerous and
shall be sentenced to expulsion from the
Hawaiian Islands, :

Aumed with;thege statuges for its, defence,
against.conspirpey and sedition, the govern-
ment has again commisted itself to the pro-
tection of the ordinary courts, and the writ
of habeas corpus resumes jts away.

They desire to correct the
published report that their father had a
large sum of money on bis person at the
timee -of the disaster. He had about $70 in
all on leaving home, and as he made several
purchases before taking the steamer, the
contents of his pocket book cou!d vot have

heen much more than $50 or $60 at the
mosb.,
