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Belgium’s Scars
Are Fading
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Kipling Speaks 
of the English 
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T must be a real pleasure for 
r. everybody to see how surely and, 
, considering circumstances, how 

rapidly Belgium is returning to 
her fine working self of other days. 
The smoke stains have not yet faded 
from the Cloth Hall of Ypres. Bel 

gian soil still contains many frag- 
mentis of hostile German steel, the 
Cloth Hall itself shows bravely its 
ossical ruins, and beneath them 
the Belgians have just held a first 
post-war cattle show. Nothing could 
picture the heart of peace better 
than a cattle show, and this year 
nothing could more splendidly exem- 
plify the undaunted soul of the little 
nation then that seventeen months 
since the last hostile shot was free 
for her utter destruction, she rises 
again to resume her national life 1 

purpose. It is done with the same 
courage that first drew the world's 
applause at Liege and sanctified 
every Belgian battlefield. No nation 
in the war was more severely and 
brutally handled by it than Belgium. 
The foul feet of the Hun occupied 
all her soil, save a tiny strip of Flan- 
ders near the sea which the king 
defended.

It is not merely in “cattle” Bel- 
gium has recovered and is rushing 
ahead, says the Boston Transcript. 
A Brussels engineering firm pointing 
to the safe in the steel of which a 
gap had been cut by oxy-acetylent 
flame in the hands of a Hun, said 
the other day: "They removed all our 
records and papers so we should have 
nothing for a new start. That was 
after every tool in the works had = 
been removed and all the machinery 
damaged. Yet now we are so busy N 7 
makes my head swim. We had 3,000 
workmen before the war! now we 
have 2,000. From nothing to 2,000 
in a year isn't so bad.” What is true 
of this engineering work is true all 
over the country. A whole nation's 
industries have been remade in a 
year. Everyone going to Belgium is 
astonished at the recovery, which 
means that Belgium at the present 
rate of advance will be relatively the 
most prosperous country in the world| 
in a few years, and all achieved by 
hard, unremiting work sustained by 
national pride.

F all the British races, the 
|English are the poorest ad- 
Ivertisers. They are, too, the 

most generous advertisers of 
others. They praise the Irishman's 
and the Scotchman's caution and fru- 
gülity. In war, they cheer the Scot- 
tish tenacity, and the Irish dash. Now| 
and again somebody remembers to| 
speak of their own doggedness d 
cheerfulness, but more often 1-9 
references are to their slowness and| 
denseness to new ideas. But, as Rud- 
yard Kipling said, there is one time 
in the year when they can creep out 
of their hiding places and tell each! 
other what they think about them- 
selves. That is St. George's Day. This, 
year, Mr. Kipling was the chief 
speaker at the St. George's banquet 
in London, and, as is always the case, 
he made an admirable speech, in 
which humor, patriotism and senti- 
ment were deftly compounded. In 
speaking of the various points of con-| 
tact the English race had with hu- 
manity, he observed that the Phoe- 
necians taught the Englishman the 
elements of shop-keeping; the Roman 
taught him love of sport, by hiring 
him to fight beasts in the arena.

Under the Heptarchy he studied 
social reform, which in those days 
consisted of making a levy on capital 
to buy off the heathen of the north I 
from taking direct action against 
English industries. Next he took a 
three-hundred-year course of collo- 
quial and law French under eminent 
Norman teachers, but never learned 
the language, but "it left him with a 
profound respect based on experience 
for his neighbors across the Channel I 
and a conviction, which time had 
deepened, that they were the only 
other people in the world who really| 
mattered. For five hundred years his 
domestic and foreign' policy was 
largely controlled by Italians, French| 
and Spanish with occasional Austrian 
politico-ecclesiastical authorities. Lat- 
er he was exposed to the rigors of 
the Puritan conscience, which was 
then largely directed from Geneva, 
Leyden, Amsterdam and the Low 
Countries. While thus employed, he 
was under pretext of union, finally 
and fatally subjugated by the Scots.”

Any unmixed race would have been h 
driven to the edge of lunacy by such i 
experiences, but the Englishman, like 
a built-up gun-barrel, is all one tem- 
per though welded of different ma- 
terials. Roman, Norman, Papist, 
Cromwellian, Stuart, Hollander, Han- 
overian aristocracy, middle class andI 
democracy, each in turn experiment-, 
ed on the English, and each was met 
with a large, silent tolerance that was 
mistaken for stupidity. Nach was 
given a fair trial and then dismissed. 
It was, thus, and not in a it of 
absent-mindedness, that the Empire 
was born. It was, said Mr. Kipling, 
the outcome of the relaxations of par- 
scented speclatists, men who for one 
•auge or another were unfit for the 
rough and tumble of home life. They 
did it im search of rest and change, 
and uking their habits with them, 
by some mysterious rule of thume 
magic they did establish and main- 
tain a reasemaMe peace and securing

much murder, oppression or torture. 
Bwas due to the large tolerance that 
the English had developed im their 
many centuries ef intercourse win 
various masters and would-be mas- 
tens that made them sympathetic to 
remote peoples and strange gode. 
They learned also this great les- 
nom: "That men should not try to do 
better than good for fear that worse 
than bad might follow.”

Referring to the war the speaker 
said that after ninety-nine years of 
peace the English were given lean 
than ninety-six hours to choose who- 
ther they would buy a little longer 
peace with the heathen of the North, 
as their fathers had bought it, or 
make pence with them as King 
Alfred had made it. As a race they 

|had forgotten to say "No" to any- 
|one who said "Yes" in a sufficiently 
loud voice; they had quite forgotten 

Ithat they had broken & church, killed 
one king, closed a protectorate and 

Iexiled another king sooner than be 
driven where they did not desire to 
go. But when their hour came again, 
they decided once again, and once 
again by instinct, to go their own 
way, for once again they had prepar- 

|ed nothing, they had foreseen noth- 
ing. "They had been assured that 
not only was there no need for pre- 
paration against war, but that the 
mere thought of it was absurd, where 
It was not criminal. Therefore, 
through the first two years of the 
war it was necessary to throw up a 
barricade of the dead bodies of the 
nation's youth beh nd which the 
most elementary preparation could 
be begun.”

Referring to Defoe's summing up 
of a true-born Englishman as ‘the 
man akin to all the Universe,” Kip- 
ling said: "What will this man do in 
the future? We are too close to the 
dust of the main battle to see clearly. 
We know that England is crippled by 
the loss of wastage of a whole gen- 
eration. Her position from a civil 
point of view is that of our enemies 
in the worst days of the war. That 
is to say, all leave is stopped for 
every man who can stand up to his 
job, no matter how sick or stale he 
may be; and there is undreamed-of 
promotion for untried men, who, 
merely because they are not dead, 
will have to face heavier responsibil- 
its, longer hours, and criticism that 
will certainly not grow milder as the 
years pass. But NO miracles have 
occurred. This world, which some of 
us, in their seal to do better than 
good, have created, and which we 
must all inherit, is no new world, 
but the old grown harder. The wheel 
has some full circle. The whole 
weight of that world at the present 
moment lies again, as it used to lie 
in the days of our fathers, upon two 
nation, woon England and France.”

den Obes for the state railways, which 
testifies snow that the railway trou- 
bles of King Albert's country were 
put te rights with extraordinary 
rapidity; 200 army locomotives and 
18.000 trucks having been purchased 
from the British as a starter. An- 
other 200 locomotives are being ship- 
ped from the United States and 600 
are building in Britain. Everywhere 
is the same story of returned pros- 
perity and everywhere the report 
that Belgium has the least Socialism 
of any country in Europe. A sharper 
me-surement of this phenomenal re- 
birth is given by the Belgian official| 
statement that the damage to Bel- 
gian industrial concerns during the 
plague of Germans was $1,300,000,- 
000. At one works—Marchiennes— 
the Germans removed or rendered 
useless 57,000 tons of machinery. 
To-day Marchiennes is overwhelmed 
with orders. At Antwerp shipping 
has revived and the wharves are 
again crowded with moving merchan- 
dise. Money is plentiful everywhere. 
The people don't talk of “the war” 
but of "work."

The average of the whole country's 
restoration is something over 75 per 
cent. in commerce, industry, trans- 
portation and finance, the foundation 
of a nation's wealth. In many indus- 
tries commerce and finance the 100 
per cent, of pre-war times has been 
reached and in some increased. Bel- 
glum’s exports to Holland, France, 
Italy and Germany now surpass her 
imports. With England she is ap- 
proaching a balance of trade. A 
favorable trade balance for the na- 
tion is in sight by the end of this 
year. And after that who can pre- 
diet where the present national en- 
thusiasm for work will carry her? 
None speak of the war, that is taboo 
in the face of national, necessity to 
recover from it. Political wrangles, 
which were plenty before August, 
1914, have largely faded. There is a 
Socialist party, but it offers no oppo- sition to efforts of reconstruction. In
