WasHINGTON, Nov, 12.—The annual re-
port of the treasurer of the United States
shows a decrease during the year in receipts
from customs of $5,704,000; from internal
revenue, $1,777,000; miscellaneous sotirces
$959,000, and an incre:se in receipts from
sales public lands of $3,208,000. The total
net revenue during the year is $39,828,700,
or $5,238,000 less than last year. The net
expenditure is $265,408,000, an increase
over '82 of $7,427,000. Thisincrease added
to the smount of decrease in receipts makes
a reduction in the surplus revenue ot 82 664-
000, Bonds to the amount of $134,000,000
were redeemed during the year, There
were also relied by exchange inte
thres per cent bonds 8304,?,2.0(».

Editorially Stated by the Beston Herald.

Thero are; s0 many people who do not
anderstand the difference between an inde-
pendent newspaper and a party organ,
especially in a hot campaign, that we are
tempted to explain. A newspaper .has
three denartments—news, editorial and ad-
vertising. The independent newspaper
differs from the organ in the management
of all these departments. In regard to news,
it published what is said, or what appears,
on both sides, The course of the organ
about news is different. It does not seek to
tell both sides of the story, though the
organs of the better class do in these days
vive fair reports of the prominent speakers
on the other side. Sume, which are meire
organs, kept alive by arty patronage, o0
organs, KePt %o thav. But the best
party organs do not seek for
pews which is likely to ftell against
their party. In regard to the editorial man-
agement, the policy of the independent
newspaper is to judge all men and measures
without reference tc party. Independence
of party does not mean absence of political
convictions or political indifference, It
simply means an honest purpose to choose
the best between the two parties fur the
time being, all things considered, The
lower classes of organs have no views inde-
pendent of their party whatever. And in
regud t> the advertising department the
independent paper differs from the organias
much as in’ eitE:r of the others. Its cus—
tomers are not confined to one party. 1t is
a newspaper for men of all parties, because
it gives the news impartially. Therefore
its advertising customers are of all parties,
By this different course in all three depart-
ments the independent party covers a much
brosder field than the party organ, and
exerts a much greater influence on the side
which it supports.
