Qram*. Ball la Honor of HI» Visit and Vo 
Disorder.

Warsaw, Sept 10.—The ball last night 
ün honor of the royal party was a grand 
affair. Seven hundred persons were in­
vited. The czar, czarina and the grand 
dukes arrived amid salutes and fireworks, 
antf’w&Iked through the hall bowing to the 
right and left. The czar conversed at 
conmderable length with the Polish nobles 
present The czarina opened the ball with 
Gen. Gourko and afterwards the Polish 
nod Russian ladies were presented to her.

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DEVASTATED BT A CYCLONE.

Loss ef Life end Destrnetlen of Property 
In Wisconsin.

Clear Lake, Wis., Sept. 10.—Yester­
day’s cyclone caused general devastation 
hereabouts. The greater portion of the 
town is in rains. The scene after the
storm passed over was horrible in the ex­
treme, men, women and children running 
about in a perfect frenzy of excitement and 
fear. Here and there people could be seen 
coming out of their o liars almost paralyzed 
with feeear, The strongest of men wept as 
a little cpild for no human power conld 
have fesiieted the terrible force. One
house of brick vaneer was taken from its 
foundation and turned completely around. 
A large barn was blown away, leaving the 
floor and maegers with the horses peace­
fully eating their supper. A little child 
was taken in the arms of the tempest and 
landed in the branches of a tree, bnt 
slightly injured. One large frame house 
was blown completely ont of sight. Not 

particle of the house or furniture could 
be found, though search for a mile was 
made in the track of the storm. The 
family had taken refnge in the cellar. 
Many families are left destitute, not a 
vestige of their worldly possessions re­
maining.

The cyclone struck Clayton, Chippewa 
Falls, Rook Rapids, White Bear Lake and 
other places in Wisconsin doing more or 
less damage. Half of the eighteen struc­
tures at Clayton were blown down. 
George Rutherford was injured at Grant. 
Ira J. Soule received severe injuries.
