PRESIDENT'S PRONUNCIAMEN. T0.

A Summary of the Message That Will be
Beiivered to Congress To-Day.

W AsHINGTON, Deo, 7.—President Cleve-
land’s message, which will' be presented to
congress tosmorrow, is & long and import-
ant document, that gathers additional
interest from the fact that it is his first,
It comprises 36,000 words (mearly twenty-
eight columns of The Toronto World), and
while generally conservative, is very pro-
noonded, The president has not changed
his opinfons on the silver guestion, but
will reiterate them, as expressed in the
lotter written before he was inaugurated.
On the tariff he is represented as conserva~
tive, but favors some modification of the
existing rates, and adding such things as
lumber and salt to the free list, and recom-
mending such changes as will remove
ambiguities in the present law. The mes~
sage is outspoken on -the ocivil service
reform question, the Xruident expressing
his purpose to extend the system to all
branches of the publicservice, Legislation
in behalf of the national banks is also
recommended with the withdrawal of
silver and other certificates, The presi-
dent thinks liberal provision should
be made for educating the Indians in a
practical way on their reservations, He op-
poees subsidiesto steamshiplines,andthinks
vessels enjoying - the Pprotection of the
American flag ought to be compelled to
carry the mails, On the question of
restoring American commerce the message
has much to say to_the effect that it can-
not be done by subsidies, but rather by
legislation, to secure & freer interchange
of commodities with foreign nations. He
condemne & policy of accumulating millions

Dr. Cassidy’s Scheme for Ventllating Raiil-
road Cars.

An ordinary meeting of the Torento
Sanitary sesociation was held in the Can~
adian institute last night. The president,
Mr. D. B. Disk, was in the chair, Dr.
Cassidy read a paper on “‘A New Rallroad
Car Ventilator.” ¢ His scheme is in the
summer to have at both ends of the car
doors with iron frames and covered with
wire gauze or cheese cloth, In the winter
he proposes to have openings under the
windows looking on to the platforma.
These openings are to be covered with
wire gauze. The air is to be conveyed
from these openings past & system of hot.
