The License Question in New York.
From Bradstireets.’

The commission appointed to revise tlie ex.
ciselaws of New York State has at length
finished its labors, and has submitted a bill
and an accompanying report to the legislature,
The report is signed by five out of the seven
commissioners. Two main principles’ have
been followed in the framing of the measure
submitted; first, that a reasonably . restrictive
