Because Reciprocity with Newfoundlaand
is Indefinitely Postponed—What the
U.5. Expected to Gain by the Treaty,
New YoRrk, March 27.—A Washington de-
spatch to The Herald says: - The Newfound-
land reciprocity treaty is off and indefinite.
Though not a large one Mr. Blaine is known
to regret its failure. It would bave counted
one in the list of reciprocity treaties that Mr.
Blaine hopes to make between now and the
next preéidential election. It would have
been of some value to our cod fishermen and
would have made a small market for our
manufactures in the colony. It would have
rllnted American influence in Newfound-
and against the time when the colony shall
become important through the removal of
the French control of the western fishing
shores and the opening up of the_rich ine
terior re-ourg of the country. For each
and all of thesd reasons Mr. Blaine is disap-
Eoinhsd at the collapse of the treaty, which
not hkely to ‘get on its feet during bis
official lifetime, - Should Newfoundland wish
to be included in any arrangemeat of reci-
rocity with Canada there would not be the
east objection here. But the prolonged
conference between Mr. Blaine and the New-
foundland delegate, Mr. Bond, last autumn
léfv no room for expectation that New-
foundland would seek or accept any other
than an indlependent arraag t looking
entirely to the position and interest of that
colony and unfettered by any regard for the
circumstances of Canada. extreme in-
deed were the views of Mr. Bond on this
point that the reciprocity treaty drafted for
him by Sir Julian P: fote, and agai
which the Canadian High Comnmissioner at

CoRrk, March _21.—While the judze was
summing up to-day in the Court Houss here
in the case of the Government against
Michael O’Brien, Dalton and others charged
with assaulting the police. and with
rioting at Tipperary at the time
of the trial of William O'Brien and
John Dillon the court house Wwas suddenly
sot on fire and a sceue of alarm and con-
fusion followed. All the occupants of the
building escaped safely into the street. The
police are investigating the affair.

The fire was discovered by & bnrr{lter,
who noticed the reflection of the flames on
the glass dome of the roof. The court was
packed at the time and only the coolness of
the judge and the police prevented a panic.

Despite all efforts to extinguish the fire the
flames spread rapidly and the building was
soon all ablage. - The court house, inc udin,
the munici] chamber and the city an
county o was totally destroyed. A
heavy wind, which was blowing at the
time, baffled the efforts of the firemen
and aided in the rapid progress of the flames.
The intense heat wmelted the lead on tne roof,
and molten metal poured to the grouad in
streams, further hinderiog the work “of the
firemen. During the beizhtof the fire the
roof of  the  courthouse suddenly
fell in with a crash and the
walls collapsed to the imminent peril - of &
large numbver of :{vmdori. Some of the
archives were aaved, but many documents,
some of them dating back for ceaturies, were
destroyed,  When the flagstaff which ' sur-
mounted the building was burned away and
the Union Jack fell into the flames the on-
lookers sent up a great cheer.
