COMPELLED 10 PRODUCECEHRISIO-
PHER ROBINSON'S LEXITER,

“Balking Mr., Blake’s Amendments—A
Short History of the Way in Which the
Street Railway Legisiation is Retard-
ed—Is the Mayor a Better Lawyer
Than Robinson and Blake ?

The more the street railway muddle is
probed the niore certain does it become that
Mayor Fleming is guilty of duplicity toward
tho council and tho citizens, and that instead
of withdrawing from his original mistake he
has resorted to discreditable means to cover
over his conduct, If he- claims that the

‘council is backing him up in resisting Mr.

Blake's amendmenis the claim is only made
good by admitting that be deliberately sup-
pressed Christopher Robinson’s opinion in
the matter, when he ought to have given it
%0 the council and when he was possessed of
it; that he, when he received that opinion
in writing, refused to give it to the
press- and paublic; and that last night
when he, with a deputation, memorialized
the Attorney-General on the matter, it was
only under cowpuision $hat the letter was
read, and even after that it was refused to
the press. But The World is able this morn-
ing to present that opinion to the publig and
to the aldermen, and they can judge of
the situation for themselves.

But let us first give a short review of the
case: ;

A Short Chronoclogy.

Monday, March 28: The bill was finally
settled by Messrs, Blake and Biggdr for the
city and McCarthy, Moss and Kingsmill for
the Street Railway Company. o i

Mr. Blake on the same day wrote to the
council and his letter was pressuted that
evening to the council. Mr. Biggar, the
City Solicitbr,attended the council that even-
ing and expiained the amendments agreed to
by counsel for both sides that afternoon,
and they were adopted by a vote of 16to 8
after a Jong debate.

Tuesday, March 29: In the morning these
amend ts, as g d by the cil the
previous evening, were presented by Mr.
Blake and Mr. Biggar, on behalf of the City
Council, to the Legislative Committee, in the
‘presence of the Mayor and in the presence
of Messrs. Kingsmill and Laidlaw, on behalf.

The Mayor spoke against this resolution,
but he concealed from the council that he
himself had had a conference that after-
noon with Mr. Robiason, Mr. Blake and the
City Solicitor. It will be seen from Mr.
Robinsen’s letter that such a conference bad
been held. -

The resolution to strike out the amend-
ments adopted at the previous meeting was
then carried by the casting vote of ‘the
Mayor. Ald. Crawford, who voted for the
reference of the matter to Christopher Ro-
binson (Ald.‘McMurrich’s motion), was ex-
cused from voting on the ground that
it was a question of law, and that he
wanted the epinion of Christopher Robinson
before he could vote intelligently. But the
Mayor, though p d of* Christo
Robinson’s opinion, did not supply it to Ald.
Crawford or any of his colleagues.

If the Mayor had frankly and honor-
ably informesl the council that night of
the ccnference between Messrs, Robin-
son, Blake, Biggar and the Mayor and
that Mr. Robinson fully concurred with
Mr, Blake, and was of gpinion that the
nmendments ought in public interest to
go into the bill, no such stultifying re-
‘solution would have been passed by the
oouncil that or auny other mnight The
council ought to vindicate the city's
honor by an immediate reference to the
county judge to enquire into these dark
and devious ways of carrying on the pub-
Jic busivess of the city,

Mr. Mowat Compels the Prodaction of
Christopher Bobinson’s Letter,

Last night'the Mayor, the City Solicitor
and several of the aldermen who voted with
the Mayor on his change of policy waited
upon the Attorney-General and presented a
niomorial asking in effect that the amend-
ments agreed to by Mr. Blake and Mr. Big-
gar for the city and by counsel for the
company, and adopted by the councii on
March 28, and accepted by the Legislative
Committee be struck out of the bill. The
Mayor in his memorial suppressed all refer-
ence o Christopher Robinson’s opinion, and
us urped the use of the city seal in putting it
to the memeorial without any authority from
the council.

During the conference Mr. E, F. Clarke
ssked whether Christopher Robinson had
been consulted and bhad given an opinion on
the matter. - Mayor Fleming simply squirm-
»d, Finally the Attorney-General said that
if the memorialists wished the Government
to consider the matter they must
be frank and candid in their stateé-
ments, and directed the production
of the letter, which was then reluctantly
handed over and read by Mr. Biggar.

The Attorney-General reserved announc-
ing what the .course of the Government
would be, but requested counsel to furnish
bim with authorities on the-point of power
to withdrawal from agreements entered into
by counsel for both sides and embodied in a
bill before a Legislative committee, and
passed by that committee.

After the conference The World asked the
Mayor for a copy of Christopher Robinson’s
Jetter;-but he stoutly refused to give it. But
The World got it, nevertheless, and here it is:

Mr, Robinson’s Letter,
ToroxTO, April 1, 1892.

DeAR BIGGAR,—The matter discussed in
my long conversation yesterday with you
and the Mayor and Mr. Blake may come up
again in some form, and while it is in my
mind, where 1t will not long remain, it may

_ be well to make a note of the opinion which

I entertained, and of what I believe I in sub-
stance said.

As you are'aware I have taken no part in
framing the proposed bill, or the specitica-
bions or agreement or in the negotiations
leading up to vhew. 1 had, in fact, seen
wmoné of the papers unsis yesterday, nor bave

I had an opportunity of even reading them
all through, Such opinion as I formed was
arrived at on reading the few clauses pointed
out to me and on what was said about them
in our interview, .

It appeared to me "that Clauss 7 ofj the
conditions of sale standing alone left room
for doubt as to the position and rights of
tho company at the termination of the con-
tract, should the city not wish to take over
their property. It was' that in
that event tho city would be entitled to or-
der the company to remove their rails and
take away all their property, or to appro-
priate the rails, etc., makiog no compensa -
tion. If that was the inteation I thought'it
should have been clearly 'so expressed, but
I could not imagine that the company would
ever have signed such an agreement, or that
it could really have been intended that the
city should have a * right at “-the
end of ‘the period to take . the
company’s property, whatever  might
be its value, without payiang for it. Such an
arrangement would, to my apprehension, be
both unjust and unbusinesslike, for it would
make it the interest of the - company to let
the plant run down as far as practicable
during the last years of the term, and in the
absence of specific provisions would involve
great confusion and inevitable litigation in
obtainiag possession, during which the run-
ning of the road might be interrupted and
cause great inconvenience to the public.

This right, whatever may have been in-
tended, is not expressly given, and I thought
%y no means clear that it.could bejclaim-
ed. It would, I believe, be inevitably denied
and resisted to the last by the company,and
was of so unreasonable and extreme a
character, in the nature of confiscation and
Jorfeiture, that they would have. the sym-
pathy of all just-minded persons as well as
of the courts in conlesting it, and would I
thought in the end be likely to succeed either
by means of litigation or legislation. Ir
SEEMED TO ME UNWISE AND IMPOLITIC TO
LEAVE THE MATTER IN THIS WAY, thus pro-
viding advisedly for probable litigation and
confusion at the end of the term. 1 should
doubt whether there is any instance, amopg
the numerous existing agreements of the

same character, where the property has re-’

verted to the city without compansation,but
however this may be I thought the added
sections (by Mr. Blake), while they
removed the doubt which I have in-
, made a 7 ble and just pro-
vision in stipulating that the city should
pay the actual value of the property and
plant, to be settled by arbitration, and that
they.were advisable also as settling express-
ly what was to be done in other respacts.

This,as I remember it,was substantially my
view. If it should differ from your recollec-
tion, either in what I have said or omitted,
please let me know. Yours truly,

DISCUSSING THE CHARGES,

f’Bh GOVERNMENT DECLINES T0
SUPPORT EDGAL'S MOTION,

Sir Adolplie Emphatically Denies That
There Is Anytbing in the Allegations
~—S§ir John Thompson’s Statement—The
First Division of the Session; Sustains
the Govarnmont‘by 25 Majonty.

OrTAWA, April 6.—The impeachment of
Sir A. P. Caron was solemnly brought be-
fore the House this afterncon. At 4
o'clock sharp by the clock on his left, Mr.
Bdgar rose in his place, gracefully placed
his right hand in his right hand trousers
pocket, grasped the order paper with his
left hand, and for two minutes by the clock
on the right of the Speaker read the
printed edition of the four pages of type-
written charge against Sir Adolphe Caron,
of which he had given notice.

At the end of twor minutes be ; changed
bands, putting his left hand in his pocket
and the order paper in his right, and for
three minutes more his dulcet tones filled
the chamber with melody while he gravely
stated that the ex-Minister of War was a
wicked, wicked man and had misappro-
priated lots of public money. .

Laurier's Brilliant Reply.

Mr. Laurier made a short but brilliant.
speech, accusing the Minister of Justice of
quibbling and pettifogging conduct, and
holding that the House ought to deal with
the case. "He instanced the - Pacific
scandal and other cases, such as
the expulsion of Mr. Decobain from the
Imperial House,to show how similar eharges
hur‘ been dealt  with, ' He charged the
Minister of Justice with defending conduct
every bit as bad as that of Pacaud and said
that Pacaud had been punished by the
people, and if the motion was rejected Can-
ada would have to be paved by the people
if she was to be saved at all.

Mr. Tupper Replies.

Hon. Mr. Tupper said that the intemper-
ate speech of the leader of the Opposition
and the cheers with which his followers had
greeted it was the best evidence that they
were mnot in a fit condition to act
as judges. He denied that the Decobain
case was at all parallel, as he was a fugi-
tive from justice before the House took any
action in his case. With regard to Pa-
caud, he had been caught- plundering the
public treasury, and if it was intended to
insinuate that the Postmaster-General had
been guilty of any such conduct he chal-
lenged the Opposition ‘to make specific
charges and he promised. that they should
be fully and freely investigated.

Mr. Mills on Constitutional Usage,

Mr. Mills contended that charges of this
nature should be investigated®dy the House
alone, and not by the courts or by acom-
mission. ' He reached back to the time of
Edward I1L. and claimed that the Minister
of Justice was trying to preveat constitu-
tional usage. He'contended that if it was
right and prover for the Senate committee
to enquire into what Mr. Pacaud did with
the money he got from the railway compan-
ies it was much more right and proper that
the House should -inquire into what the
Postmaster-General did with the meney
paid to him by reilway companies. He
thought that if the motion was votsd down
it would be an admission that there was
something to conceal.

Mr. Ouimet Defends His Colleague.

Mr. Ouimet apologized for mot speaking
English fluently, but thought it was only
right that he should defend the honor of
his colleague from the attacks made on him.
The charges ought to be specific, and
in their present form disclosed no
offence whatever. Let specific charges
be made and the Government would be
ready to meet them. He referred to the
Picaud case and said that Mercier was not
condemned because he spent momey in
election contests; but because 1t was shown
that money had been taken out of the pub-
lic treasury and divided up by Pacaud and
his friends.

After a few remarks from Col. ®Brien,
Sir John Thompson said that if there was
no objection the discussion would be con-
tinued after 6 o’clock and a vote taken to-
night. ;

Sir Richard objected and said the
Opposition had a good deal to say yet and
would not get-through tfo-night. He
moved the adjournment of the debate, and
the House rose at 6 o’clock.

This throws the debate over until Mon-
day, or perhaps Wednesday, as other busi-
ness may be gone on with Monday.

After recess the House went into concur-
rence on the supplementary estimates and
adjourned at 11.15.

‘White Salmon In the Fraser IRiver.

Though these are
almost as good as the red salmon for the
table, they will not bringsc high a price in
the eastern markets, and hence the frozen
fish dealers are not so well satisfied. It is
supposed that the large proportion of white
salmon is due to the fact that the fry
liberated some time ago by the hatchery 1s
now returning up the river. For the first
year of the hatchery white salmon was the
variety chiefly raised, but of later years
only red salnon have been bred.
