The World received last night a copy of
& pamphlet of 22 pages, just issued by Mr.
Robert H. Law®er of shis city, dealing with
the commerce between the United States
and Canaia and containing observations on
reciprocity and the McKinley tariff,, - It is
addressed to the President of the Board of
Trade of Oswego, with whom Mr. Lawder
has been in correspondence,

We consider it one of the most valuable
compilations on this subject that has been
yet made and which we are glad to know
more than justifies the position taken - by
The World on the trade question. Mr.
Lawder, we think, proves beyond cavil two
things: J

First, that the balance of trade, as be-
tween the two countries, is largely in favor
of the United States.

And second, that if the United States

persists ia its unfriendly attitude towards
Canadian commerce Canada ean only do
on:lﬂt.b.ing and thatis arrange reciprocity in
i

Mr. Lawder's Argument,

In investigating the subject of the com-
merce between the United States and Can-
ada, and in compiling tables illustrating the
relative extent and oiuuctor of this trade,
it is absolutely necessary to examiwe and
utilize the official Government statistics of
both countries, because of.the defective
character of the export returns in both
cases, Even il:(Conndl: where, under its
customs regulations, exporters of merchan-
dize are required to report at nearest cus-

land or water carriage, this duty is so often
evaded thas the Minister of Customs finds
it necessary, in making up his abstract of
exports from the Dominion to the United
States, as published in the trade and navi-
ation returns, to make a small allowance
or short returns at inland ports.
SThe amount 80 allowed for year ending
une 30, 1891, was $2,013,994,) It has
been found that the allowances thus made,
when added to the actual entries at custom
houses, form totals for each year correspond-
ing very closely with the totals shown for
same years in the statements of imports
from Canada &ublilhod by the Bureau of
Statistics at Washington. As no attempt
is made to distribute this allowance amon
the different classes of merchandise ex-
ported this makes it all the more necessary
to employ the United States Statements of
Imports from Canada, in order to obtain a
correct return and classification” of the ex-
ports from Canada to that country. In
the United States, under the customs regu-
lations in force there, exporters are onl
required to report at custom houses suc
merchandise as is exported by water; and
as a very large proportion of the exports to
Canada is shipped by rail the result is that
the United States reports of exports to
Canada are of little or no statistical value
whatever. .

1n preparing the following memoranda on
the commerce for the two fiscal years end-
ing June 30, 1800 and 1891, the exports of
each of the countries are based upon the
Government import tables of the other
country.

There can be no doubt but” that the de-
fectiveness of the United States system of
collecting returns of exports has led ‘to
much- misapprehension with r t to the
extent and value of ite commerce with Can-
ada. Inthe anoual reports and statisti-
cal abstracts publish by the Bureau
of Btatistics at Washington, the
stat t parisons are based
on the defective system, The
corrected returns 'are only to be found in
some of the appendices to quarterly reports.
In almest every instunce politicians, or
writers for the press, looking for statistics;
will rely entirely upon the annual reports
or statistical tracts for their informa-
tion ; very few will ever know or hear of
the corrections found in these appendices.
Inevidence of the very misleading tendency
or character of the returns based on the
defective system alluded to, the following
figures are presented :

In the statistical abstract for 1891, pre-
pared by the Bureau of Statistics at Wash-
ington, the value of  the merchandise ex-
 ported from the United States to the Do-
minion of Canada and other British North
American possessions (this includes New-
foundland) is stated :

Lovpox, Aug. 31L.—From an advance
copy of - Truth the correspondence between
Mr. Gladstone and c:lr. beuchere in re-

rd to the Iatter’s taking office in the new
Ministry hus been obtained.

The correspondence is published by
Trath, with the consent of Mr. Gladstone.

It opens with Mr. Gladstone’s letter,stat-
iug that he alone was responsible for the re-
commendations submitted to the Queen re-
specting the question of tenure of political
office, and that while aware of the high
position which Mr. Lobouchere had
created for himself in Parliament he had
arrived at vhé. eonclusion that there were
circumstances in his case which rendered
it unfit that figshould ask Jeave to submit
Mr. Labouthere’s name for political office.

Mr. Labouchere, in reply to this Istter,
stated that while hé thanked Mr. Gladstone
for the- kindly tone of his letter he had
never asked, either directly or indirectly,
for any post in the Administration.

He perceived the difficulty of Mr. Glad-
stone’s position, and, while he could not ad-
mit that a sovereign had the right to impose
any veto on a premier selected to form sn

(administration, he admired Mr. Gladstone’s
‘chivalry in eovering the royal action by as-
ienming the constitutional responsibility of a

proceeding in which he retained the convic-
‘tion that Mr. Gladstone was nota free
‘agent.

Mr, Gladstone, writing from Hawarden
on Aug. 25, states that at no time and in
mo form has he had from Mr. Labouchere a
signification or desire for office. '

‘He agrees with Mr. Labouchere that men
in political office are servants of the coun-
try as well'as of the crown.

The correspondence closed with Mr. La-
bouchere’s; formal acknowledgment of Mr.
Gladstone’s letter.

Commenting on the matter, Mr, La-
bouchere says that he Pro.vod construetively
last week the fact of the Queen’s inter-
ference, and adds :

“I now say in the most unqualified man-
ner that I know she did interfere. Mr.
Gladstone is perfectly correct in stating
that he did not ask my leave to submit my
name to the Queen,”

RECORDS GLEANLED AT THE TORON«
& T0 CEMETERILS,

There Wére Three Hundred Intermentf
During August —- Great Mortality
Amongst Children—Cholera Infantunt
and Diarrhea Fatal-Tem Victims of
Scarlet Fever and Typhold—¥ew Aged
People Died,

The mortality returns for August show
that the hot weather itold with unusual effect
on infants in the poorer districts of the city.
No less than 183 children were interred in the
five city cemetéries. This is a high propom

 tion of a total death rate of 300, The rate it

always high in June, July and August; buf
last month’s figures “re copsiderably above
the average.

Another remarkable featurs of the returng
is that scarcely any old peopls died, only on
or two above 80 and 15 above 70 years o
age. ’

‘In addition to the 75 deaths from cholera
infantum there were 18 from diarrhoea, I
is not reassuring to know that typhoid an
scarlet fover show 1ncreases compared m
previous months. There were five -
cases,of typhoid and the same number of
scarlet fever,

Analysing the Fatal Oauses,

In adaition to the ordinary causes. of
death as old age, natural decay, etc., the fol«
lowing are notable in last month’s bill of
mortality: Cholera infantum 75, diarrhcea
18, diphtheria 10, scarlet fever 5, typhoid
fever 5, pneumonia 4, bronchitis 2,

How the Chinese Get to Windsor,

The World was yesterday shown a copy of
the letter sent by Acting' Secretary Spauld-
ing of ‘the U.8. Treasury Department to
Deputy U.B. Consal Tuohey of Montreéa
with respect to the alleged carriage of Ching
men by C.P.R. trainmen.

It appears from the letter that an Inspea
tor- has. been located in Toronto for some
weeks. A few days ago be saw six Chinese
enter a Canadian Pac train at Toronta
He got into the train and enquired of the
conductor as to where the Chinamen were

oln'&; He was told that they were ticketed
gor est Toronto Junction. This reply did
not satisfy the inspector, and he decided ta
remain on the train until West Torontq
Junction was reached. Just before the traia
arrived at the Junction the conductor (find-
ing that the inspector was still on the train)
came to bim and said: ‘“Those men have
tickets for West Toronto Junction, but their
fare is paid to Windsor.”

Another allegation made in the letter is
that the night train from Toronto stops at
the race course, two miles from W v,
and the inspector surmises that the conduc-
vors of the train stop there and turn their
Chinese passengers over Lo the white smug-
glers, thus avoidipg their being seen at the
city depot by a customs inspector.,

United States officers bave found evidence
of a conspiracy among American farmers to
smuggle Chinamen across the river- from
Canada and conceal them on their premises
until they could be safely taken to the
interior.
