Cured ot Traumatic Tetanus.

SAID TO BE THE ONLY INSTANOE OF RECOV-
ERY FROM LOGEJAW CAUSED FRON A
WOUND.

Dr. Robert Taylor, formetly sasociated
with Dr. L. A, Sayre, and now resident at
Bronxville for the summer season, reports
the cure of a case of traumatic tetanus, or
lockjaw, resultant from a wound, which 1a,
it is said the only instance in which a
fatal conclusion to such an attack has been
averted. On May 1st, Miss Effie Maatera
ton, dsughter of Mr. Robert M. Masterion,
a retired New York merchans, resident of
Brookville, had the bones of the toe and
instep of her right foot crushed.
Dr. Taylor dressed the wound, removs
ing a number of pieces of bone, and trim-
med off the little toe, which could not be
saved. Recounizing the éxtreme proba~
bility of lockjaw, he put the patient uns
der the influence of motphine. Other
doctors and friends of the young lady
strongly urged him to cut off the foot,
averring that in no other way conld Jockw
jaw be averted. Miss Masterton settled
the matter by declaring that whatever Dr,
Taylor directed was what she would bave
done, He began by giving her sixty drops
of Majendie's solution of the sulpbate of
morphia (ene-quarter of a grain to the
drachm) at each dose, three doses a day.
This he increased gradually until it was
doubled, and during the worst period of
ber suffering, that amount ewen was ex-
ceeded, enough to keep ber in a stupified
condition all the time. Twice a day her
wound was dressed with baleam of Peru
and oakum, and the b p was
carefully regulated and constantly watch~
ed to prevent the matter burrowing. It
bealed admirably, showing a healthy ten-
dency from the first, Bat eight days after
the injury the first symptoms of lockjaw
ppeare: vere and i ing pains in
the side of the face, followed by vioient
twitching in the muscles of the face and
limbs., The pain in thq awles of
the face became ga great that it
eg_g‘lq hardly be  allayed,” even by
the enormous doses of morphine given.
In four days after the first. symptoms de-
clared th Ives, the tet was fully
established.
