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Fighting with one another is almost
unknown. The worst one man will do to
another in case of a difference is not to
speak to him, letting him severely alone for
a season, an example that might profitably
be followed by many white men and even
some Christians.

Their religious life is excellent considering
their opportunities. When you measure
them by the standard of what they were in
their heathen state, and what they are
under the influence of Christianity, remem-
bering that all this has been brought about
through a taught and not a read Bible, we
are compelled to say—this work must be of
God.
