THE CONFESSIONS OF A DRUNKARD,
A TALE.

I was born in one of tho states south of Potomac,
and am the only son of an opulent family, claiming
some little diatinction from two or thies geneta-
tions of gentdlity. ! will not mention its name; I
have disgraced it enough already. e lived in the
country, in a populous neighbourhood, and hero
Iremained at home, recoiving from my parents and
my sisters, those mistaken indulgencivs which so of.

I do not
recollect that at this time 1 felt any propensity to the
vice which has been fatal to myself and to all those
whom the ties of existonce had gathered round me.
f only know thatI wasallowed to mix occasionally,
and indeed as often as 1 pleased, with those of the
country people, whose examples, if thoy oporated on
me at all, could only do me harm. I went to all the
frolics in the neighbourhood, pood, bad, and indiffer-
ent, where the couatry lads do many things, which,
though not perhaps unbecoming in persons of their
class and habits, cannot be indulged in by persons of
mine, for any length of time, without more or less
injury to that delicacy of feeling, those propensities
of manner, and those nice seasitive principles, which
constitute the principles of ¢ gentleman. Young nen
destined to move in that sphere of life which places
them above the necessity of employment, cannot be
too carcful of their comnpany and amusemcnts, since
by associating with vulgar idlers, they almost inva-
nably approximate themselves to their level, adopt
theic manners, acquire 2 taste for their amusements,
and only sink the lower, from the height of their des-
ceut. Onp of the lowest, the meancst, and most
depraved of mankind, is the man of education, rcfine-
ment, and accomplishments, transmuted into a low
and diszipated blackguard. The impulse which carnies
hitn over the barriers of habit, education, and exam-
ple which impcls him to overleap the gulf that sepa-
rates him from vulgar vice, cannot, without a mira-
cle, stop short of perdition.
