The Deerce of l3catiflcation
baving beet, reaa, the picture oftht.e
new saint was uncovered, surrounded
by riamerous chandeliers, wbile te
joyful toues o! the belle of the 13aB'lica,
aud the thousands ef voices singiug
that beautifuil bymn ef praîso te -Te
Deum,'* proclaiming tu the Catholia
world that a uew saint had been added
to te long calondar.
