In the
By of Islanls, during tlie vinter, hLules
are cut in the ico, and the herrings taken
in nets, the fishery lasts from Dcecember
till April. Tho sali.oa fishery is abundant,
and tho fish of excellent quality., In cortain
localities this fiskory is large and constantly
increasing, Tho method of taking tho fish
is generally in nots. 8o plentiful is the
supply of fresh salmon during the season in
St. Jobkn's, that it is often sold ut four or
five cents per pound. Oswing to the cupidi
Ly, scifishiness and ignurauce on the part of
the fishert.:n, the salmon fishery, priacip-
ally on the French shore, is slowly but
surely, becoming exterminated. In the
bays fleets of nets uro frequently laid down
— sometimes tweanty, forty, and even fifty at
a time, and every inlet stopped; and if the
fish skould by apy chunco e alble to escape
the first bariiers, tho rivers are so obstruct-
od by weirs, traps, dams and nets—the lat.
ter frequuutly siretched right acruss, and at
closs intetvals—that it is a wonder that this
fishery has not loag sincu cumue toan end.
Some of tho river obstructions are gencraliy
remuved before the anticipated arnval ol a
man of war, only to Lo replaced when she
Jeaves the npeighborhiowd, and it is highly
desirabloe that sume active measures should
at onco bo taken by tho Government to stop
this deplorable state of affurs, before the
salmon fishory of Newloundland hecomes a
thing of tho past. With reference to other
fisheries, muackeral, Lalibut, turbot and
lobste.8 are takeu on tho coast.—Bntlish
T'rade Journal, .

How Nurtueos Grow—An old whaler tells,
in the dmerican Grocer, all about nutmegs.
This spice, 80 much usediu evory family, is
indigenous to tho Moluccas, reaclung its
groatest perfection tn Amboyna, This 1sland
belongs to the Dutch, whodo not permit the

cultivition of the nutmegin the otherislands
under their control. The nutmeg tree is
twenty fivo or thirty feet Ligh when fully
grown, with foliage of a rich dack green, and
very plentiful. It reaches maturity, or full
productiveness, at the fifteenth year from
planting. From the blossom to tho ripen
ing of the fruit takes about seven months,
but as tho tree is a perennial bearer, thero
are always blossoms, green fruit and ripe on
the treo. ‘1he yiell is most plentifulin the
Iast four moutbs of the year. The averago
yield per annum of a healthy tree1s 5 1bs.
of nutmegs and 1} lbs of mace. A planta
tion of one thousand troes requires the labor
of seven coolies, fifty oxen and two plowy,
for cultivating and harvesting, "The fruitis
gathered by means of 2 hook attached to s
long pole Itis shaped liko a pear, about
tho sizo of a peach, and has a delicate
“bloom.” The nut has threo coverings;
the outside one is « thick, flesby husk, hav
ing a strong flavor of nutmeg. This husk,
preserved in syrup when young, is a fuvor
ite swaetmeat in the East Indies. Under
this kkusk is tho bright red mace, whichis
carefully flattened by band and dried on
mats in the sun. Itlooses itsrich scarlet
and becomes a dull omnge color, and ro
quires to be kept perfectly dryto presorve
its flavor. After tho mace is removed from
tho fruit, the nuts, in their browao shells, aro
placed on hurdles over a slow fire, whaich is
kept constantly burning under them for two
monthis. The nuts then ratile in thoshells,
which are cracked with 2 wooden mallet,
the sound nuts are sclected and packed in
wooden cases and sprinkled over with dry,
sifted limo and are then ready for
market. The bes. autinegs arc deneo,
cmit oil when pricked with a pin, and
can always be known by their heavy
weight. I'oor ones are light and easily
known.

A soiree has been given at tho Lambeth
Baths, London, for tho purposo of publicly
wolcoming bLack from Canada Mr. Joseph
Arch.
