A dreadful calamity occurred at Brides-
burg Areenal onthe Tth August. A terrific
explosion occurred which was heard a con-
sizterahle distance, The building in which
the espiosion oceurred was literslly blown
to atoms Between thirty and foriy lives
were lost. Great excitement prevailed
over the shocking accilent, the cause of
which is yet unkuown. Bridesburg, where
the U. 8. Arsenal is situated, is four or five
miles out of Philsdelphi:, in the 23rd ward
on the Frunktort Creck, near its mouth on
the Delewsre  Must of the population re
side on the opposite side of the creek.

President Gone
zales, however, has nad fifty of the rioters
shot in squads, while Palxcie was forced to
be present during their executions,

I'he continuous rains woich have fallen
recently in France threaten further inunda*
tions, particularly in the neighbourhood of
Lyons.

A Cronstadt letter gives an account of the
grand reception of the American fleet under
Admiral Worden, in the German, Swedish,
Norwegian and Russian ports, including a
grand review of the Swedish, Russian and
American fleets, comprising fifty of the heav*
1e8t naval vessels afloat, stretching some two
miles, by the Czar, King Oscar of Sweden,
and the Duke and Duchess of Edinburgh, at
Cronstadt.  After this review the above
party, with a numerous retinue, boarded the
frigate Franklin and were the guests of Ad-
miral Worden,

A despatch from Miranda, Spain, says all
the Carlist villages on the plain of Alava
have submitted to the government of King
Alfonso.
