Obviously White counld not,
without lose, play 18 R tskes B on
account of Kt takes B, 19 R to B sq,
QK¢ to B3, ete.

The position after Black’s 19th
move will well repsy attentive exsm-
inatior. White's roply of K to Q«q
was probably best,although Q to B2 or
B to B2 might at firsteight scem better,
Tho finishing movoes are in gcod stylo,
