It is with heartfolt sadness we record the
death of Sister M. 1. Gates, of Southville,

‘I'hose
who have known her through life,.speak of
her as. a whole souled Christian Jady.

She was a devoted mother and wife, Her
husband, who orossed. the river two years
previous, had a proficient helper in the person
of Sister Gates. Devotedly they worked: in
the Master’s vineyard, But their earthly
labors are ended and they rest from care,
free from the sorrows that beset the pathway
of this life, and we say, Blessed are the dead
who have fallen asleep in Jesus,

Sister Gates was a woman of good.éduca- -
tion and a fair share of natural ability., 1t
was edifying to sit and fulk with her—
esproially on the story of the cross. She
leaves a family of deep sarrowing children,
but all but one have grown to young man aud
womanhood. Sister’Gates taught her child-
ren the great lesson of self-sacrifice, and how
to bear the burdens of life without a murmur,

We laid her to rest in the old church
yard on the hill side by the side of her
husband., And as we looked upon the graves:
that mark the-place, we say-two -heroes have
fallen-; and in. the .ranks of God’s host who
ghall fill the vacancy ? . Many a tear fell
from the cheeks of loving friends as we gath-
ored to pay our last tribute of respect to our
beloved-friend and sister. She will never be
forgotten by those who lived with her in life.
We should live.so as to be.-remembered when
we have gone. Tne funeral was conduoted
by the writer, assisted by Bro. H. A. Dévoe.
