1t is officielly announced that the story that
England addressed an energetic remonstrance
to the United States ngainst the proceedings
of Irish Americans fa untrue, Nothing has
been done beyond what 13 contained in the
documents presented to the Houde of Com-
mons and puablisbed,

In the Bouse of Commons Sir Willlam
Horcourt declared that the Government
were pound to release the suspects when
they believed they desired to help to restore
peace, ,

Mr. Chamberlain atated that when Mr.
Parnell was relessed he was absolutely un-
aware how the Government meant to deal
with the srrears of rent and other qnes-
tions.

Mr. Gibson (Conssrvative) declared that if
the Government snd suepects were not aware
of each osther's intentions, each had reason-
able suspicion. He regretted the effsct that
wotld be produced in Ireland by the Govern-
ment’s bitiable display of readiness to con-
federate with anybody likely to serve them.

Sir Wm. Haicourt said Mr, Balfour should
take the sonse of the Houre ou his charges,
or they would bo treated with contempt. e
was glad to hear that any one, even Sheridan,
wasd willing to assist in restoring peace und
order. Sach assistance was better than in-
flammatory speeches.

Sir Stafford Northcote thooght further ia-
formation wes necessary to show that no sub-
mission had been made to the power of the
Lond Leaguo. lrcland, above all, required
to know how she was governed.

In the Houee of Lorde Earl Granvills an~
nounced that Miss Burke hnd been granted a
pension of £450 yearly.

Loxpon, May 18.—In the Housge of Com-
mong, on the motion for second reading of
the Repression bill, the Bpeaker announced
that the only paragraph in Mr, O'Donnell’s
amendment in order was that declaring the
bill was a fatal obstacle to good government
and tranquility, Mr, O'Donnell denounced
the bill,

Mr, Colthurst, Libersl member for County
Cork, supported the IRepreselon Bill, He
condemned the cowards who igsued the * No
rent” manifesto and did not protest against
murders committed in support of it.

Mr, Trevelyan called attention to the fuil~
ure of justice in Ireland, and declared that the
new bill would facilitate the summoxning of
witnesses ; Government wonld bo slow to ase
their power regarding public meetings, and
where a meeting was held they would regard
less the utterances thanthe evident intention
of what was enunclated. He defended the
provlisions of the bill agninst the publication
of peditious articles, The Government had
reason to think in. their efforts to suppress
outrage they would have for assistance thoso
who had become tired of the terrorism to
which they have been 8o long subject.

Mr. Dillon said the bill would have no
other effect than to provoke secret organlza-
tions. When the measure expired, the
League would riseagain and Parliament have
its work to do once agaln. ;

A remarkable circum-
stance of his lzst illness is that for 54 days
he took nothing in the shape of food, except
water, ond during three weeks previous to
his death used the water merely to moisten
hislips.

WHAT IS MEANT
som®m RUL®:

The editor of the Spectator has promised
me, and has asked for me from’the readers of
hig paper o fair hearing. It i3 nmot my pur-
pose iu_these few lines to trespass on the '
kindnese of the readors of the. Spectator for
any hearing for my own viows on'the subject
of what 18 gonerally spoken of as Home Rule
for Ireland. My object is merely to give a
concise, and, 8o far ag I am able, a clear an-
gwer to the qestion that tieada this article.

By Home Rule, as put in the query I am
golng to reply to, it is hardly necessary io
eay, is understood that measure which. the
Irish people, through thelr representatives in
the Imperial Parliament, as well as on plat-
formg, and through the press all over the

‘oountry, have been for years back, and are

atill asking for. Aund here [ will permit my-
golf to remnark, that it {8 a source of great an-.

' couragement to the advocates of that measure

that Englishmen should be found, as they are
to-day, honesily asking what is maant by it.
It is not so very long since every Englishman,
or at lesst svery Englishman who undertook
to spenk for his fellow-countrymen, consider-
ed he knew exactly what Home KHule meant,
nnd did not for a moment hesitate to tell all
enquirers that Home Kule wuas disinember—
mont of the Empire, otherwise trenson, and
thero thie enquiry was cxpected to end. To-
day that explanntion no longer satisfies the
intelligence of fair-minded Englishmen, and
they are casting about for another answer to
the conundrum. And this I say 18 most on—
couragieg to those who sce in Home Rulo
the means of meking Irelond happy, and the
Empire united. However, I promised not to
plead a cruse, but to anawer a question, ¥ am
here, vot as an advocate, but n witness, and 1
will gay nothing more ona topic that bids fair
to lead ma lute advocatiug what it ia my role
merely to explain.

Somo vight or nino years ago thero assem—
biud in tho Rotunda, in the city of Dublin,
what was known as the ILrish Home Raule
party. They adopted certain resolutions,
two of which I take as my atartlag point in
answering the question that has besn put to
me, They resolved :

uThat in accordance with the ancleat and
1 constitutional rights ot the Irish nation wov
# ¢claim the privilege of managing our own
u afiairs by o Parliament assembicd In Ire-
4 land, and composed of the Bovereign, the
¢ Lords and the Commons of Ireland. And
« that in claiming these rights and privileges
« for our country, we adopt the principle of a
« Federal arrangement, which would secure
u to the Irlsl: Parliament the right of legis-
« lating for and regulating all matters relating
« to the intornal affaira of lreland, while leav-
« h]g

2nd. “To the Imperial Parllament the
# power of dealing with all questions affect-
«inp the Imperial Crown and Government,
« legislation regarding the colonies and other
u dependencies of the Crown, the rolations of
« the Empire with forelgn BStates, and all
« matters pertaining to the defence and
u gtability of the Empire at large, as well as
v the power of granting and providing the
« gupplies necessary for Imperial purposes.”

The first of these resolutions calle for but
little explanation at my hands. It puts
forth in genernl terms the clsim for the
right of self-government by means of an
Irish Parliament composed of the Bovereign,
Lords and Commons of that country. The
other resolution wiil call for more extended
development, for fbig in it that are laid down
the principles that are to guide us in fixing
exactly what powers it is contemplisted that
this Parliament should exercise.

Besfore passing, however, to the consider~
ation of this second resolutlon, it may be
well, in order to avold any possible miscon-
ception, though I can hardly belleve any
such to be possible, to explain that in apenk-
ing of the Boverelgn, Lords and Commons of
Ireland It 15 not intended to convey the idea
that any Soverelgn other than ths sovereign
of the Empire is to bo King of Ireland.
The late Mr, Butt, speaking at the Confer-
eunce in support of these resolutionr, sald : « It
was always an admitted principle of the con-
« gtitution that the crown of Ireland was ap-
«pendart and inseparably annexed to tho
« Imperial crown of Eogland. Mr. O'Connell
u gtated this in very atrong, baut, after all,
t gcarcely exaggerated language, when he
« anid that whoever was king de fucto in
« England was king de jure in Iroland. This
n much, at Teast, 18 unquestionable, that, it by
¥ any legltimate aunthority a right was sc-
« quired to the Crown of Eogland, the psrson
u who became Kling of Eogland was de jure
« govereign of {reland.” Thia eftectuslly dis-
poses of any possible donbt that might arise
on that point. In fact, anyone at all familiar
with Irish matters for the Iast century can
have no difficulty in understanding what I8
meant by the King, Lords and Commons of
Ireland. ‘

We may then, I think, safely puss to the
consideration of the second of the resolutions
1 have quoted. It tells us that in claiming
the right of gelf-government for Ireland by
her own Parliament, they (the Home Rulers)
« gdopt the principle’ of a Federal arrange-
« ment which would secure for the Irish Par-
4 l{ament the right of leglslating for and re-
u gulating all matters relating to the internsl
s gfiaire of Ireland, while leaving to the Im-
# perial Parliament the power of dealing with
« a]l questions affecting the Imperlal Crown
# and Government, legisiation regarding the
ttcolonies “and other dependenocles of the
& Qrown, the relatlons of the Empire with
« foreign states, and:all matters pertaining to
