A short time before Paine died I was sent for
by bim. He was prompted tothis by spoor
Roman Oatholic woman. who went 10 see him
in his sickness, and who told him, among
other things, that in his wretched condision if
anybody could do him good it wonld be a
Ro:nan Catholic priest. ‘This woman was an
Amerlean convert (formerly a shaking Quaker-
ess),whom I had received 1nto tl e Chureh but
few weeks befdre. She was the bearer of this
meseage t¢ me from Paine. I stated-theolr-
cumstances to Fr, Kohlman atbreakfast, and
requested him to accompany me. Aftersome
solic'tation on my part he aereed to do 50, at
which I was greatly re;oiced, because, I was at
the time young and Jinexrerienced in the
ministry and glad to have his assistance, as I
knew from the 5!'68.(- reputation of Palne thatI
shonld have to do with one cf the most impious
as well as [amous of men. Weshortly after set
out for the house where Palpe lodged, andon
the way agreced on a mode of proceeding with
him. We arrivea ut the house, A decent
Jooking elderly woman (probably his house-
keeper) came to the door and asked whether wa
were the Roman Catholic prlests. *'For,” said
she, **Mr Palne has been s0 much bothered of
late by the other denom!nations calling upon
him that he has left express orders with me fo
admit no one to day but the clergymen of the
Roman Catholfe Chnreh.” Upon assurine her
thar we were Roman Catholic clergymen she
opaned the door and showed us into the parior.
She then left the room, and shortly alter re-
turped to Inform us that Pa‘pe was asleep, and
at the same time expressed A wishthat we
would not disturb him. “For,” sald she,*he is
always in a bad humor when roused out of hig
sleep ; ’tls better to walt & little till he be
awaie.” We accordingly sat down and resolved
to wait 8 mors favorable moment. “Gentle-
men,” sald the lady, after having taket her.
seat also0, “Ireally wish you may succeed with
Mr, Paine, for he 1a laboring under & great dis~
tress of mind ever since he was informed by hig
physicians that he cannot possibly tive and
must die shortly, He sent for you to day be-
cause he was told that if any one couid do him
geod you might. Posalbly he mav think yoa
know of some remedy which his physiclans are
ignorant of. He is truly to be pitied. His cries
when he is left alopeare heartrending. ‘Oh
Lord help me!’ he will exclaim in hisparoxysms
of distress ; ‘God help me ! Jesus Christ belp
me!’ repeating tne same expresslon without the
least variation in a tone of volce that would
alarm the house.

“Sometimes he cries. ‘Ob, God! whathave I
done to sutfer so much ?’ then shortly after,
*Rut there 18 no God!'" And agaiq, a little after,
‘Yet If there should be, wwhat wlll beenme of me
hereafter?’ Thus he will scream, ar if in tev:or.
and &2ony, and call outfor me by name. wun
ong of these occasions, which are very freauent,
I went tohim and ioquired whet he wanted.
‘Stay with me,’ he replied, ‘for God’s aake, for I
can not bedr to be left alone.’ I then obscrved
that I cou'd not atways be with him, as I had
much to attend tn in the houses *Then, said he
*send over & child 1o stay with me, for it is hell
to be aloove.” I never saw,” sheconcluded, *'n
more uohappy, a more forsaken msan; 1t
seem8 he c:naot reconclle himself 10 die.”

PERILS OF THE DEEP.

Lors af the 88. ¢ Navarre”’—Over Bixty
Persons Drowned.

LoNDON, March 9.—The 88, ¢*Navarre,’” bound
from Copenhagen to Lelth, fiuudered during
the galeyesterday, kighly-one persous, mostly
emigrants, were on board, only 18 wers saved.
Four mals emigrants and flve other pa-ssngers
were rescued and landed at Hull. B3'x of the
crew and 10 passengers are savad. The sur-
vivars say that on Tuesday. 200 mliles from.
Christian Land the ‘Navarre' was struck by a
heavy 8sea, the cargo shifted, and on Wednesuay
the fore-hold fillel. When a fAshing smack
approacned the **Navarre” ten men took a boa
aad boarded the smack, Jetting the amall boa
gordriit. The smack salled around themissing
steamer, but, haviog no boat, was anable to
renderassistance. Theemigcanis were olinglng
to the riggitg, tbe sea washing over them.
Another smack soon arrived, when 16 of the
*Navarre’s” men endeavored t2 reach her in
auother boat., It was swamped and all the
ocoupants drowned. The smuck arrived at
the spot only in time to reacue six persops, who
were struggliog in the water ag the ‘Navarre”
foundered. Miga Alexandra Ho'z, and a Swede
who was bound for Minnesots, and who lost his
wife and four children, have arrived at Hull.
Manvuall gaved Is an emigration agent, belong-
ing to Brooklﬁn. '

Manngll, who for tbree-quarters:of an hour
clung to & plece of timber, states the “Navarre’s”
pumps were ussless. Alt on board baled the
vessel as much a8 they ocould. The captain
seemed atopified, He was hurt on Tuegray, and
fiom then until the vessel sink drank to keep
up his spirits. A survivor s'ates there ware only
five cork jackets aborrd the “Navarre.” van-
nall gaye the large boat which the sallors took
away without attempting to resesue any one
would bave held thirty persons or more. There
were twenty-filve persons on the “Navarre”
whpen she s3nk, who made nt effort to sare
‘themseives. Mannall charges the captain with

_cowardice, acd says that many more might

have been saved.
