purs and wholasome, while 8 me go still further

and preclaim boldly that thoy are cream of tar- !

tar groda, or even ths genuine Royal Baking
Powder, itself.

It creasos &o
beautifully when you cram it into tho en-
velope. Thep, too, you will pleasae the com-
positor. He likes the shect of MS. te cover
his **upper cose ;" indeed, the mara it covers
it tho better he likes it. Ho showa his dn-
light Ly his well suatained profanity.

Use pale blue ink and don’t aim at legi-
bility. The editor is fond of deciphering
hieroglyphice, It {a likely tbat he’ll guess at
a far better word than the one you roally
uzed, If you have po blue ink, black ink
that has been frozen nnd thawed ount three or
four times will do as well.

When your -article Is finished don’t revise
it. Above all don’t prunme it; that might
strengthen it, bat it will also shorten it, and
quintity goes farther than quslity.

Show it to friends who ore incompetent to
judge of ite merite. If they pralse it then it
18 ready to fire at the editor.

Ii you show it to a competent friend he'll
hesitste to tell you, out of regard for youz
feelings, that It is *‘rot”” and that youn are not
called to write. You eee, if he tella you the
truth you’ll not send the MS ; the editor will
be deprived of the pleasare of declining it,
and you of the delight of petting it back or of
thinking kindly of the editor for years be.
causs he kept it and the stamps you sent
him,

You needn’t send sufficicnt etamps for the
return of your MS. It can’t be explained
why it ia 8o, but it costa less postage from
him to you than it does frou. you to him.
Anyhow, the averuge literary tyro seema to
think that it dees.

If your article is exceesively funny send it
to the Homeletic Monthly.

If it is excessively dull and heavy send it
to Pucl.

Wait .t lesst two days before you write to
irquire why you haven't beard abont the
article.

PARNELL'S CEILDHOOD,
A SKETCH BY HIS NURSE,

Tho correepondent of a Dublin paper gives
tho fnllowing interesting account of the ear-
lier daye of Charles Stewarc Parncll :

The other day I had the pleasure of secing
Mre. Eliza Hylond, the nursa of Chalen S.
Parpell. She lives with her daoghter, Mrs.
Paul Hopking, iz the Mirst Ward, The cld
lady attained her 77th year March 30, and
looks ar hale aud hearty as s woman of GO.
Sho was born in the small village of Prosper-
ons, County Kildar,in 1809, Her father had
been billat und barrack-master at Deblin gar-
rison during the United Irishman ricing in
1798, and latterty was gamekeeper for Lord
Kuddare, Sne marrird before she was 20 to a
pamod John French, and three children
blessed their union, When her husband died
they located in Dablin, and hore ehe married
her second spouee, John Hylaud, who wasa
gurdener, Accepting a potition from Mr.
John Parnell, tho Irish lesder’s father, they
moved to Avondsle, County Wicklow, and
there ahe awsumed the care of the present
great chioftain, who was ther in his swad-
dling clothes.

The old lady dwells with ploasure on the
faot that she proved a foster mother to one of
Erin'a greatest sons. She relates with much
feeling many incfdents of her sharge,
“Charley” as she is wont to call him, wasa
rather delioate child, and it wae their onstom
to givelthe babe all out-door exercise consist-
ent with his health. Her memory is begin-
ning to fall, nud her thoughta of the past are
passively recalled, but from what she relates
is gleaned the followlag :

Mrs, Parnell waa very kind ¢o the poor and
would dlatribute several bolte of flannel and
food every fall and winter. On one occasien
while on her charity-loving tours among the
pessantry around the Vale of Avooa, the
purae accompanied her with the baby., The
horges of her coach became frightned. and
they went headlong homeward and to sudden
death, ss the bridge over the Avooa, juat
above the meeting of the water, was broken
down.
