On the entrancs of some weanburs of committee
through the Larrier the crowd, by its dense pressury,
made good their way inside, and in & minuic the en-
tire of the piatferm wos literally fiooded witl
threngs of people.  Two traina—one from Limeriek,
and the other from Kilkeuny and Carlow—artiving
in the ordinury coursze, wero at tirst supposed to be
tbose conveying the espected guesis, 'The excite-
ment and enthusiasm of the people were displayed
in auch a formidable manuer that it reguired the ac-
tive exertions of the Very Rev. Canou Pope, Tiev,
Dr. Ford, Rev. Dr. Quinn, Rev. Ur.
