coming into force of this lease agreement, and shall be without charge.

4. The United States of America (hereinafter called the Lessee) may 3’
notice in writing to the Government of Canada (hereinafter called the Less? ¢
not less than six months prior to the expiration of the term of the lease, requeo
an extension of the term. If such request is made, the Lessor undertakesthe
consider it in the light of the common defence interests of Canada and o
United States of America.
