
CITAPTER 3
BENEFIS UNDER THE LEGISLATION 0F THE SLOVAK REPUBLIC

ARTICLE 16

caIcl"tinir te AMOUnt of Benefit Payable

1. If, under the legisiation of the Slovak Republic, a person or the survivars of that
person are eligible for a benefit without the need to totalîze creditable periods
acumulated under the legisiation of Canada and by only taking into account creditable
periods accumulated under the legisiation of the Slovak Republic, the competent
institution of the Slovak Republic shall determine the amount of that benefit without
regard to the lengt of the creditable periods accumulated under the legislation of Canada.a

2. If, under the legislation of the Slovak Republic, a persan or the survivors of that
persan are eligible for a benefit only by taking unto accotnt creditable periads
accumulated umder the legisiation of both Contracting Parties, the amount of that benefit
shah be detennuined as follows:

(a> the competent insttution of the Slovak Republic shail first determine
whether, under the legisiation of the Slovak Republic, the persn satisfies
the conditions for eligibility by taking iiflo accotant the totalized creditable
periods;

(b) if the benefit is payable mi accordance with sub-paragraph (a), the
institution of the Slovak Republic shall first calculate the theoretical
amount of the benefit payable as if the totalized creditable periods
accumulated under the legisiation of both Contracting Parties had been
accumulated under the Slovak legisiation atone;

(c) based on the theoretical amount of the benefit, the institution shal
determine the amount of the benefit payable by calculating the proportion
corresponding ta the actual creditable periods accumulated under the
legisiation of the Slovak Republic and the total creditable periods
accumulated under the legisiation of bot Contracting Parties.

3. If the creditable periods accumulated under the legisiation. ofthe Slovak Republic
do flot rmach 12 months, no benefit under tis Agremet sha be paid. However, the
preedmng sentence sha fot apply it under the legislation of the Slovak Republic, a
benefit is payable based an those, creditable periods alone. A creditable, period of less
taon 12 montas accumulate under the legisiation of Canada shall be takcen into accotint
hiy the competent institution, of the Slovak Republic for the calcuLation of the benefit
payable tander Slovak legisiatian.

4. If the conipetent institution of the Slovak Republic can only calculate the amount
of a benefit by taking inta account creditable pero" acculated under Slovak
legisiation, the provisions of paragraph 2 shah nat apply.

5. if a person receives a pension benefit under the legisiation of the Slovak Republic
and concurrently recives a pension benef t of a different kind under the legisiation of
Canada, the reduction af the pension benefit payable under the legielation of the Slovak
Republic due ta the overlap af benefits shall not apply.
