CROSBIE AND ATLANTIC CANADA EXPORTERS

GOING ON TRADE MISSION TO BOSTO N

International Trade Minister John C . Crosbie will be in
Boston, Massachusetts on September 6,7 and 8, 1989 in conjunction

with a New Exporters to Border States (NEBS) mission from
Atlantic Canada to promote increased trade under the Canada-U .S .
Free Trade Agreement .

"These trade missions are key elements of the government's
efforts to help Canadians take advantage of opportunities arising
from the Free Trade Agreement," Mr . Crosbie said .

Mr . Crosbie will also meet with Massachusetts Governor
Michael Dukakis on September 6, 1989 . Other meetings will take
place with prominent individual members of the local business
community and members of the Boston Seafood Committee . The
Committee is composed of executives from six major New England
fisheries companies involved in the fisheries trade with Canada .

Mr . Crosbie will deliver a luncheon speech on September 7 to
members of the New England-Canada Business Council and other

government, academic and media representatives interested in
Canada-U .S . relations .
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
