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blem of Canada. 1 want to make a sugges-
tion to my hon. friend from North Battle-
ford (Mr. McIntosh), wbo is interested in
designing a new Canadian flag. I would sug-
gest that bis flag should show a fine Ayrshire
cow against a grassy background, with a group
of statesmen looking on admringly. I thinc
in view of the condition of the dairy industry
at this time, such a design would be very
appropriate.

Mr. COOTE: Who would be milking the
cow?

Mr. CAMPBELL: Someone other than the
farmer, probably.

A few days ago my hon. friend frorn Wey-
humn accused members on this side of the
bouse of deserting the policies and principles
upon whicb. they were elected. May I remind
himi that people wbo live in glass bouses
sbould net throw stones, and rather than
trying te take the mote out of our eyes, hie
should be thinldng of the bearn in lis own.
Whenever anyone posîng as a proponent of
protection for the 'fariner gets up and advo-
cates sucli a policy in the bouse, my bon.
friend from Weyburn swoops down on bim
like an avenging angel. He is ready to figlit
2, legion of protectionist, devils if they are not
in league witb the government, but wben the
mnanufacturers ask for and secure protection
for their products, and we ask for considera-
tien for the consumer, rny bon. friend is as
muni as an oyster; no one hears a word out
of him. He asked one member in this group
yesLerday why we did not join the consumers'
league. I will telli Mm wby I do not join it,
and I tbink this is truc of my friends here
generally. We are prepared to do our fighting
on the floor of this bouse. We do not want
to do it by proxy somnewhere cisc: bere is

-the place to do it. But my hon. friend sits
quiet when there is any figbting of that kind
to be done in this house, and hie excuses hirn-
self by saying: juat look at wbat the con-
sumers' league is doing before the tariff board.
Mr. Speaker, we in this part of tbe bouse
are not doing our fighting by proxy somewhere
else. We are doing it riglit here. I want to
be fair to my hon. friend, for I know that lie
is honeat. and that Mis heart is in the riglit
.place, but I think lie is in a false position;
lie realizes tbat lie bas to answer the crack
of the party whip. The bon. member for
Nelson (Mr. Bird) and several other speakers
yesterday referred to red herrings drawn
across the trait in this debate. May I tel
rny hon. friend from Weyburn that I con-

sider the consumers' league is simply a red
herring to distract the attention of the people
from the action of its members in this bouse.

Let me give my hon. friend an illustration,
and again 1 say I wish to be fair to hirn be-
cause I have a very high regard for him. In
1928, the represents.tive, of the consumera'
league before the tariff board, a gentleman who
is ernployed and paid by the members of the
league, wrote a letter in which. he referred to
the budget of 1928 as the worst budget since
confederation. He referred particularly to the
f act that Liberal principles were departed from
in the reduction of the income tax, and in the
regulations applying to the British preference,
wbich. had the effect of doubling the tariff on
many articles that we import frorn Great
Britain. That is what the representative of the
consurners' league said about the 1928 budget.
What did the members of the consumera'
league in this house do?

Mr. STEVENS: Vote for the budget.

Mr. CAMPBELL: They swallowed the
budget as completely and effectually as the
whale swallowed Jonah, although i this case
it might be more correct to say that Jonah
swallowed the whale. I arn sorry to have to
cross swords with hon. inembers over there.
I really feel rather sorry for thern and believe
they are entitled rather to our commiseration
than to our condemnation. I invite them to
corne forward to the uplands where the air is
pure and sweet. Let tbem corne over here,
where there is no party whip, and where a
man can express bis opinions just as lie ex-
presses them back in the country. We shal
hear a great deal in the coming campaigu
about what the consumers' league did. I arn
more concerned about what the members of the
consumers' league are doing in this house.

I have here a* newspaper clipping of a speech
delivered by the present Minister of Railways
and Canais (Mr. Crerar) at Winnipeg, as re-
ported in The Tribune of January 22, 1930,
which, I believe, was after lie was sworn i as
minister. It reads:

Condemning protective tariffs, Mr. Crerar
said protection was a fiscal policy which could
work out in no other way than by conferring
benefits on certain sections of the community
at the expense of the others. The principle of
protection was flot suited to a new country.
"We can't build up eaetern cities at the ex-
pense of western cities without developing
jealousies, suspicions and strife."

Noble sentiments those; but what will the
Minister of Railways do when it cornes to
deciding.these issues on the floor of this house?
That is the acid test-lot sentiments ex-
pounded out i the country.
