respect of structures and equipment acquired
after tonight primarily for the purpose of
preventing or reducing air pollution.

Some hon. Members: Hear, hear!

Mr. Benson: In the case of air pollution,
some need to minimize smoke and fumes,
however, has usually been taken for granted
and regarded as a normal cost of production,
while other measures are undertaken in part
to improve efficiency or to produce saleable
by-products. Therefore, I wish to consider the
details that should be included in a regulation
on this subject and would welcome receiving
the views of those concerned.

This concludes the proposals and announce-
ments I wish to make. Since the proposed
measure in regard to consumer credit will
reduce consumer expenditures, it will also
reduce our various revenues by about $50
million during this coming fiscal year. I do
not expect the other proposed changes to have
any significant effect on our revenues this
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coming year. Taking the $50 million into

account will reduce our budgetary revenues

in 1970-71 to $13,150 million and reduce the

prospective budgetary surplus to $250 million.

At this point, Mr. Speaker, I would ask
permission of the House first to insert in Han-
sard a small table giving the estimated yield
of our main categories of budgetary and old
age security revenues for 1969-70 and for
1970-71 and secondly, as in recent years, to
include with the Budget Papers, as an appen-
dix to Hansard, tables and explanatory notes
giving the budget figures for 1968-69, 1969-70
and 1970-71 in terms of the national economic
accounts in the form published by the Bureau
of Statistics, together with a reconciliation
with the budgetary accounts.
