I can tell hlm
that the possibility of the myxosoma cerebralis disease
coming into Ontario at the moment appears to be flot as
serious as had been earlier indicated by press reports.
However, in co-operation with the Michigan authorities
and the provincial authorities, we are monitoring this very
closely. We are also watching very carefully the importa-
tion of fish or fish eggs into Canada.
