Mr. Edward Broadbent (Oshawa-Whitby): Mr. Speaker, I 
rise under Standing Order 43 concerning a matter of pressing 
and urgent necessity.

That the Minister of Agriculture take immediate steps to establish a Canadian 
export council to assist marketing boards, producers associations and others so as 
to increase our export contracts, utilize more fully all potential avenues of 
offshore market expansion, seek out increased opportunities for Canadian pro­
ducers and develop more aggressive salesmanship and initiative in seeking 
markets than has been the case up to now.

Mr. Gus Mitges (Grey-Simcoe): Mr. Speaker, I rise under 
the provisions of Standing Order 43. Despite the fact that 
Canada is one of the world leaders in food production, there 
would be a substantial trade deficit in agricultural commodi­
ties if it were not for our export sales of wheat. This indicates 
that our attempts to increase export sales of other agricultural 
products have been less than satisfactory. Accordingly, I would 
move, seconded by the hon. member for Medicine Hat (Mr. 
Hargrave):

Mr. Speaker: Presentation of such a motion for debate 
requires the unanimous consent of the House. Is there unani­
mous consent?

Mr. Cecil Smith (Churchill): Mr. Speaker, I rise under the 
provisions of Standing Order 43 on an urgent matter of public 
importance. Shipment of CIDA grain from Canada is con­
trolled by the Canadian Wheat Board. The port of Churchill is 
not being used to its handling capacity. I would, therefore, 
move, seconded by the hon. member for Provencher (Mr. 
Epp):

Mr. Speaker: Such a motion, under the terms of Standing 
Order 43, can be put forward only by unanimous consent. Is 
there unanimous consent?

Since it is rumoured that the federal government intends to 
introduce legislation to be able to pay a tax subsidy directly to 
Quebec taxpayers, I move, seconded by the hon. member for 
Winnipeg North Centre (Mr. Knowles):

That the House instruct the government to recognize for once its mistake on 
the sales tax cut issue, and grant the Quebec government the total amount to 
which it is entitled for its selective sales tax reductions.
