He is more than a mere classicist 

and would impress any one as a man of wide culture. '.Then I asked

Hutton in one of my letters to him what he thought of him he praised 

him highly and added that Mellaughton, vhom he had consulted in regard 

to him, was of the opinion that Sanders would fill the place admirably. 

Leacock knows him and thinks well of him. Doubtless many of the 

other McGill men will remember him. There was some connection 

between him and Sir William Peterson. I have forgotten exactly 

what it was but Leacock tells me that his recollection is that 

Peterson was once a tutor in Sanders1 father’s family in Scotland.

I wrote to Sanders the other day and asked him whether he wished me 

to suggest his name to you and I have just received a letter saying 

that he would like me to do this.

The fact that he has been so long on the Bryn Mawr staff 

is a high tribute to his efficiency. Miss Thomas, who till the 

last year has been President there, regarded the firing of professors 

as one of the most interesting of indoor sports and no one ever sur­

vived there unless he was a success.
