The only description accompanying Maiden is to describe it simply as the 
name of the township. In iKi.;. a second edition was published, revised bv 
Francis Gore. Ksq. l.ictilcnant Governor, la this. Amhrrsbnrg is descrilved as 
a |tost and garrison, and there is no mention of Maiden as either Fort or Town.

The Surveyor• General and the Lieutenant Governor should be considered 
as authoritative. Tims we sec that officially, the settlement was known as 
Amherst burg from 17*17 down to tSij

Just here it may be interesting to interject this question: On what slay 
did the l". S. troops occupy Amhcrslhurg. and on tv liât day did they march 
ota?

Ringsford, on page 410. Vol. VIII. says that : "The retreat from Amherst- 
lung commenced on the a4th of September;” and cm page 317 he says. "He 
(Harrison 1 liad landed on the J7th. nine miles below Amherstburg. with 
5-<mo men and the fleet of boats to sustain him "

Auehinlcck. the historian of the War of I St a. wiio uses Richardson very 
freely as his s>*urce of information for this western section, says, on page a!5 :

On the ayth the American fleet. composed of 16 vessels of war and upwards 
of 100 Iwsats. received on board General Harrison's division and landed it in the 
afternoon of the same day at a point ZArcr nu/ca below Amherstburg. which 
post was reached but three days after it liad been evacuated by the British."

Now we turn to .Yiics Ktgutrr for iSij. and on page 117 we find short 
dispatches sent forward by General Harrison and Captain Perry. Hamsun 
heads his dispatch from .Imhrrtllurg. and Perry reports from MalJsr. Harbor 
that Harrison had just marched into Maiden. These two letters agree that 
the l S. army marched into the town between lour and fire o'clock in the after­
noon of the ajd «.f Scptcmlier.

It may be stated that these letters art reprinted in Brennan's "Military and 
Naval 1-citer s. On |«agc -ao will be found Perry's letter, dated September 17th, 
while on page 214. Harrison's letter is dated September ajrd. in VeL XV.
