Government, and the Free School Bill be­
came law.

There was one feature in the action of 
the Government which une regrets to re­
cord. Dr. Forrester had given many 
years of untiring labor and heart-felt devo­
tion to the cause which had now realized 
fulfillment—but bitter disappointment 
was mingled with his joy.
