
(b) Associate Members may attend the meetings of the 
Executive Committee, and may act on Committees. They shall not 
have a vote, unless as Officers or Conveners of Standing Committees.

See. 5. Officers of the National Council of Women of Canada, 
who are resident in Montreal, shall be Honourary Members of the 
Executive Committee of the Local Council.

Sec. 6. Patrons and Life Members.
(a) Any person whose name is acceptable to the Executive Com­

mittee may become a Patron of the Local Council upon the 
payment of $5.00 annually, or $50.00 at one time.

(b) Any person whose name is acceptable to the Executive Com­
mittee may become a Life Member of the Local Council upon

the payment of $25.00.

ARTICLE IV.—OFFICERS.

Honorary Officers.
The Honorary Officers shall be an Honorary President (the 

wife of the Lieut. Governor of the Province), the Past Presidents, 
and Honorary Vice-Presidents. The Honorary Vice-Presidents 
shall be appointed for life from those who have rendered dis­
tinguished service to the Local Council. Honorary Officers may be 
called upon by the President to act as Advisory Members of the 
Committee of Arrangements.
2. Officers.

The Officers of the Local Council shall be a President, four Vice- 
Presidents, a Corresponding Secretary, a Recording Secretary, an 
Assistant Secretary and a Treasurer.

ARTICLE V.—THE COMMITTEE OF ARRANGEMENTS.

The Committee of Arrangements shall consist of the Officers and 
three members elected from the Honorary Officers.

This Committee shall act as the Sub-Executive Committee of the 
Local Council.

ARTICLE VI.—THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.

The Executive Committee of the Local Council shall he com­
posed of the Officers, the Conveners of Standing Committees and 
two representatives (or proxies) of each Affiliated Society.

ARTICLE VIT.—CONVENERS OF STANDING COMMITTEES.

Each Standing Committee of the Local Council shall be under 
the charge of a Convener. Such Conveners shall be elected annually 
in the same manner as the Officers.
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
