Sir Charles Tupper Makes An Accu-
sation Against a Reporter.

Mr, Foster Questions the Policy of Allow-

" ing Sach a Correspondent te Sit in the
Press Gallery — What the Soulaanges
Canal Has Cost up to Date-Other Mat-
ters Before the House,

Ottawa, Ont,, May 9.—(Special.)~The first
two hours of to-day's sitting were taken up
with matters not on the order paper, but
which, nevertheless, are of interest, Sir
Charles Tupper asked if the First Minister
could give the House some idea as to any
new business that might be brought down
by the Government this session, especially
in view of the mear approach of proroga-

tion, : L4
‘ Sir Wilfrid Laurier replied that he could
not at the moment make a full statement,
but he might say that the Government did
not intend bringing dewn any new business
of a serious nature. There might pe some
matters of importance locally, but nothing
relating to the general public.

Sir Charles Tupper asked If it was. the
intention to introduce a bill for the or-
ganization of the Yukon Territory.

8ir Wifrid Laurier replied in the affirma-
tive. He said: It will not be a full bill,
because we do not p at the x t
time all the Information and data necessary
to fully organize the territory, but we re-
quire, In view of the speclal conditions pre-
valling there, to have some general legisla-
tion passed.”

The Transportation Contract.

Sir Charles Tupper sald tnat he had re-
celyed a telegram from Col. Prior, at Vic-
toria, stating that Seattle was jubilating
over the fact that the Dominlon Govern-
ment had given the contract to the Boston
and Alaska Transportation Company ior
the carriage of hundreds of tons of sup-
pies to the Yukon via Seattle. The mes-
sage added that if this were correct, the
Government’s action would be a serlous
blow to Victoria and Vancouver.

Dr. Borden admitted that a contract had
been given to the company named to trans-
port some of the supplies that were going
up for the use of the troops next winter,
“but,’”” he added, ‘“‘the largest part is going
from Vancouver; only a small portlion will
go via Seattle. The company have three
boats, and they desired to get the supplies
forwarded early, that they should be allow-
ed to send a portion by way of Seattle.”

Mr. Wallace: Where were these goods
purchased?

Dr, Borden: They were purchased here,
They were purchased from the contractors,
to be ship on board the boats, and at
the request of the company a portion was
sent to Seattle, I did not see any great
objection to that. By far the smallest quan-
tity—less than a third—wlill go-that way.
The major portion will go from our own
ports.

Mr. Foster: By the same boat?

Dr. Borden: By different boats of the
same line.

Gananoque Driil Shed.

LYING CORRESPONDENTS,

Sir Charles Tupper Brought Up an Import-
ant Matter re Press Gallery.

Sir Charles Tupper said he desired to draw
the attention of the House to a question
of great importance, namely, as to how
far they were In a position to exercise
any authority over parties who were allow-
ed to occupy seats In the Press Gallery,
and who are employed by committees ol
the House. He was quite prepared to re-
spect the reporters and correspondents of
the various newspapers, and to regard their
treatment of the events passing In the
House or in committee as colored to a very
conslderable extent by the views and opla-
jon of the papers they represented, but
he thought every member would agree that
some limit must be placed upon the state-
ments forwarded by members of the gal-
lery. which were communicaticns of an ut-
terly false character as to proceedings un-
der oath before committees of the House.
The correspondent of The Toronto Globe
had sent to that paper an abstract of the
evidence taken before the Drummond
County Rallway Committee, but to The
Halifax Chronicle and St. John Telegraph,
with which paper, he undgderstood, the cor-
respondent was connected, he had s4et an
entirely different story, namely, that he
(Slr Charles Tupper) had written a letfer
previous to the last general election to Mr.
Pope, M.P., that the Government would be
favorable to some arrangement to take aver
the Drummond County Railway. Now, Mr.
Farwell, In his evidence, did not say that
he had seen a letter from Sir Charles Tup-
per to Mr, Pope. All that he said in his
evidence was that his impression was tnat
such a letter existed. The special corres-
pondent of The Globe sent to The Halifax
Chronicle a telegram filled with a mass of
lies of the most striking and positive char-
acter, utterly at variance with the testi-
mony which, as shorthand writer, he bad
taken down. He asked the House whether
there was to be any protection to mem-
bers against parties occpuying seats In the
press gallery, against the falsifying and
misrepregenting of facts as stated. He did
not intend to let the matter rest there. He
(Sir Charles) said to the House that there
was not the slightest foundation for the
statement regarding himself. He never
wrote such a letter as mentioned, and never
had it before him, nor had the Governmant
of which he was a member any proposition
before it on the purchase of the Drummond
County Rallroad.

Nelligan moved an
amendment to make everybody come under
the 10 and 5 cents rate, a majority of the
aldermen supporting him, defeating the
committee's suggestion.
